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Current and Projected EDFacts/EDEN Data Collections

The Department Receives OMB Approval for the EDFacts/EDEN

SY 2006-07 Data Collection

The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) approved the EDFacts data collection on September 26, 2006 through September 30, 2007.  Several conditions are associated with this approval:  

(1) within six weeks of the approval (by November 7, 2006), the Department is required to brief OMB on the progress made in issuing final guidance on the collection, maintenance, and reporting of data on race and ethnicity; (2) the collection of data from school districts on civil rights and Indian education will not be mandatory for electronic submission of the data; (3) with the next submission of EDFacts to OMB for approval, ED will provide an overview of the details of the EDFacts/Common Core of Data (CCD) merger, as well as evidence of significant data burden reduction on the states through the discontinuance of appropriate OMB approved data collection activities.  The Department is currently on schedule for each of these conditions and is conducting further follow-up meetings with OMB.

EDFacts staff have developed an extensive guidance document for the state collection of SY 2006-07 EDFacts data. Merger of EDFacts/EDEN Data with the Common Core of Data (CCD) 

for SY 2006-07

Starting with SY 2006-07 data, states will submit the National Center for Education Statistics’ non-fiscal Common Core of Data (CCD) through EDFacts.
In an effort to ensure high data quality, the EDFacts team has begun comparing data reported through both CCD and EDFacts systems to identify any inconsistencies and to encourage states to clean their data. To achieve a strong baseline of data for CCD and all programs using EDFacts, all states need to report and reconcile their data as soon as possible.  States who do not reconcile their data will experience many unnecessary validation errors during their SY 2006-07 submission process. 

Reconciliation of the SY 2004-05 local education agency (LEA) and school universe data (directory information) are complete. The results of this reconciliation are positive; the vast majority of states had few discrepancies between their EDFacts and CCD data. The SY 2005-06 reconciliations have been expanded beyond the universe comparisons to include more CCD data (such as SEA ID, status code, type, span, grades offered, address, etc.).  States are advised to focus their attention on reconciling their SY 2005-06 data to facilitate an easier SY 2006-07 submission process.

The EDEN Submission System (ESS) will open in January 2007 for SY 2006-07 data submissions. As part of the merger, ESS will incorporate critical edits previously conducted in the CCD system. States will submit CCD non-fiscal data through ESS, using the EDFacts file structure. ESS will not accept CCD’s long-file format structure. CCD data is to be reported during the early, middle, and closeout time periods. In January, partner support will be offering WebEx training to help states prepare for this merger.

SY 2005-06 Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) Data Collection (Parts I and II)

States began submitting SY 2005-06 CSPR (Part I) data to EDFacts on November 1, 2006. This data collection, which includes information on schools in need of improvement, state proficiency data, highly qualified teachers, and participation rates in choice and supplemental services, closes on December 1, 2006. Data submitted to the CSPR for limited English proficient students will be used to pre-populate cells in the Title III Biennial Report. Part II of the CSPR will be open for on-line submissions January 2 through February 1, 2007.  SY 2004-05 CSPR data, Parts I and II, were certified by the states on October 1, 2006.  The Department has conducted several WebEx trainings for state CSPR coordinators and ED’s Office of Elementary and Secondary Education staff to familiarize them with the Web-based CSPR tool.  The Partner Support Center is also available to answer any questions related to this data submission. 

SY 2004-05 and 2005-06

Title III Biennial Report Data Collection Begins

States will submit SY 2004-05 and SY 2005-06 Title III Biennial Report (T3BR) data to EDFacts December 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.  This year the collection of Title III Biennial information will share the same online interface as the Consolidated State Performance Report, permitting relevant Title III data tables to be pre-populated with CSPR SY 2004-2005 and SY 2005-2006 data.  WebEx trainings for T3BR data submitters are scheduled for November 21 and 29 and December 5, 2006 to facilitate the submission of T3BR data to EDFacts in a timely way.

Preparation for 2006 Civil Rights Data Collection 

The Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC) is a legislatively mandated survey of school districts conducted biennially since 1968. It provides data on key education and civil rights issues in our nation's public schools for use by ED's Office for Civil Rights and other ED offices as well as policymakers and researchers outside of ED. The CRDC collects information about students in public schools, including enrollment, educational services and academic proficiency results, disaggregated by race/ethnicity, sex, limited English proficiency and disability. ED plans to merge the CRDC into the state-level EDFacts collection over the next four years.

On September 20, 2006, the Department mailed letters to a sample of approximately 6,000 local education agencies (LEAs) selected for the 2006 Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC) asking them to provide contact information and verify their school list via a secure Web site.   Currently, 5,707 LEAs have responded. The CRDC Web site (www.crdc2006.org) provides users with a variety of materials about the collection. The EDFacts Partner Support Center has responded to numerous requests for assistance, contributing to the current high response rate. The survey is expected to be launched no later than January 15, 2007, with  data due by March 31, 2007. The EDEN Survey Tool will be the primary means of collecting the information from the school districts when the survey opens.

Special Education Data Collections Projected
Twenty-five states have been authorized to submit their SY 2006-07 IDEA child count and educational environments data to the EDEN Submission System (ESS) rather than the older DANS system maintained by the Office of Special Education Programs.  States may begin submitting their data on January 11, 2006 and data are due by February 15, 2007.  Tentatively, discipline and staffing data are scheduled to be 

transitioned from DANS to ESS in the fall of 2007, with assessment data transitioning in early 2008.  At this time, there is no plan to transition the dispute resolution collection into EDFacts as the data do not lend themselves to electronic collection. 

Indian Education Data Collection

LEAs (or tribes) who apply for SY 2007-08 funds under the Indian Education Formula Grant Program will use the new Web system known as Formula Grant Electronic Application System for Indian Education – Formula Grant EASIE. Districts may begin submitting student count data on December 12, 2006. Data collection will close February 12, 2007. Only LEAs who complete student count data on time will be able to apply for funds.  These LEAs will submit budget and performance data in March through April 2007, based on allocations calculated from their student counts. This Web process will reduce the burden of LEAs by requiring LEAs to submit their application only once on the Web rather than twice on paper.

Productive Fall EDFacts Training Conference: September 25-27, 2006

The Department’s EDFacts team and the Council of Chief State School Officers (CCSSO) welcomed almost 140 state partners to St. Louis, Missouri for the EDFacts fall training conference from September 25 through 27. Attendees included EDFacts and Common Core of Data (CCD) coordinators, technical staff, and several Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) coordinators. EDFacts team members and partners shared information on data quality, the importance of the directory file, the proposed guidance on race/ethnicity reporting and the proposed EDFacts mandatory collection regulations, the SY 2006-07 EDFacts data set, managing data collections, building and submitting XML and non-XML files to the EDEN submission system, and the merger of the Common Core of Data with EDFacts. 

Regional teams of participants engaged in conversations about their vision for EDFacts, and a proposed timeline for actions for the EDFacts team and state partners was presented.

Education Information Management Advisory Consortium (EIMAC) Meeting: October 16-18, 2006
The  Education Information Management Advisory Consortium (EIMAC) of the Council of Chief State School Officers met in Washington on October 16-18, 2006 to discuss education information issues.  Representatives from each of the states and other organizations participated.  The Permanent Standing Task Force (PSTF) of the General Statistics Committee of EIMAC met on October 16 to specifically address the collection of elementary and secondary education data through EDFacts.  The PSTF agenda included discussion of the proposed regulations on mandatory data collections, the proposed guidance on collecting, maintaining, and reporting race and ethnic data, the merger of the CCD with EDFacts/EDEN, and the future role of the PSTF. 

New EDFacts Web Site Launched on www.ed.gov/edfacts

The U.S. Department of Education has launched a new EDFacts Web site at www.ed.gov/edfacts. This  one-stop shopping site provides log-on screens for the EDEN Submission System as well as for the EDFacts Reporting System (reporting and analytical tools). Additionally, the site provides background on EDFacts, EDEN, the EDEN Survey Tool and other components of EDFacts, as well as access to EDFacts newsletters, the Partner Support Center, the EDFacts  Workbook, EDEN file specifications, release notes, and system FAQS.
