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Notice of Proposed Information Collection Request for SY 2006-2007 Published in Federal Register on 

May 1, 2006: 60-Day Public Comment Period Begins

On May 1, the Department published a Notice of Proposed Information Collection Request for the SY 2006-2007 EDEN data collection. The proposed SY 2006-2007 EDEN data collection was developed through discussions among EDFacts staff and ED program managers during February and March, followed by reconciliation meetings across offices to ensure reductions in data burden. Some proposed data were already collected by EDEN, some needed to be added, some are slated for collection outside of EDEN, and some existing data may not need to be collected anymore. The Department’s goal is to collect only the essential data needed for policy, planning, budget, and management activities for SY 2006-2007.

Please specify the complete title of the information collection when making your requests.

When this comment period closes, ED will respond to the public comments and incorporate improvements into a revised clearance package to be submitted to OMB.  A second 30-day public comment period will begin in July, with comments sent to OMB. Approval of a final EDEN data set is expected in early September.

Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) State Data is the First ED Program Collection 
to Transition to EDEN

A first order of business in the development of the EDEN data repository is to transition individual program collections in the Department to EDEN, ensuring a coordinated and core set of data. The first of the program offices to make this transition is the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP).  With Special Education’s almost 30-year history of collecting Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) data on the services and outcomes of children with disabilities, OSEP was a natural to lead this effort.  

The beginning stages of the transition involved selecting states with proven records of submitting high quality special education data that met EDEN requirements. Initially, states submitted their SY 2003-04 special education child count, educational environments, and exiting data to both EDEN and OSEP, and a cell-by-cell electronic discrepancy analysis was conducted on the data.  EDFacts and OSEP staff conferred with each state's EDEN data coordinator and the IDEA data manager to determine error patterns, reasons for numeric discrepancies between the two data submissions for the same data, and ways to improve the data quality.  At the end of this process, several states qualified for subsequent EDEN-only submission.  Other states were given an opportunity to resubmit their data for another round of analysis and also successfully achieved EDEN-only submission status.  Among successful states, 14  qualified for EDEN-only submissions for exiting data; 19 qualified for similar submissions for child count data; and 13 qualified for educational environment data.  Seven states – California, Missouri, Montana, Rhode Island, South Dakota, and West Virginia – qualified as EDEN-only states for all three IDEA data collections. Letters of congratula-tion were sent to all EDEN-only states by Assistant Secretaries Tom Luce (OPEPD) and John Hager (OSERS).  

The Department has completed a second review of special education state data for qualification as EDEN-only submission states.  A similar analytic process will be used with states that submitted their SY 2004-05 exiting data, and SY 2005-06 child count and educational environments data to both EDEN and OSEP.  The Department anticipates that many more states will join their EDEN-only colleagues.

Common Core of Data (CCD) Combined With EDEN

Beginning with data for SY 2006-2007, the Common Core of Data (CCD) collection will be submitted to EDEN under a pilot test. During that time, CCD and EDEN data will be submitted through a single interface that will direct the files simultaneously to the CCD online collection application and to the EDEN data repository.  The two collections will be linked but independent of one another.  For the SY 2007-2008 data, CCD reports will come into a single interface that fully integrates EDEN and CCD.  To ensure that there is no loss of data quality or timeliness in submitting data, the EDEN and CCD coordinators in every state are encouraged to work closely with each other over the next two years.

Consolidated State Program Report (CSPR) Data and Reports Are Available on EDFacts !

The Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) collects information relating to the five Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) goals (established in the June 2002 Consolidated State Application) as well as activities and outcomes of specific ESEA programs.   The 2004-2005 CSPR marks a change in the way this information is collected from State Departments of Education.  EDFacts introduced a new online submission system that mirrored the format of the previous CSPR MS Word version while still taking advantage of the increased functionality from an online submission system.  State coordinators have the opportunity to use their EDEN data submissions to “pre-populate” the CSPR submission, and the online system has increased the ways in which States can verify the accuracy of their data before it is submitted to the Department. 

CSPR reports and data for SY 2003-2004 and SY 2004-2005 are available on the EDFacts Reporting System as of April 28, 2006. Among these reports are nine No Child Left Behind Annual Report to Congress data reports with information about classes taught by highly qualified teachers, student achievement in reading and mathematics, and the implementation of public school choice and supplemental educational services. Specified users will also have the ability to extract CSPR data using the Query Studio feature and perform in-depth analysis on the CSPR questions.

Part I of the CSPR Web-based data collection was completed on March 8, 2006. Currently all States have submitted their certified CSPR, Part I to the Department.  Part II of the CSPR Web-based data collection was completed on April 14, 2006.
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) Published to Amend Regulations Affecting the State 

Transmission and Collection of 

Federally Required Data 

A Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) was published to amend the regulations in 34 CFR part 76 governing State reporting requirements.   States are currently required to submit performance reports, financial reports, and other reports on State administered programs that are funded by the Department.  

The Notice of Proposed Rulemaking reflects the Secretarial proposal that the U. S. Department of Education may require, through the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 clearance process, that States report certain information electronically; and to establish that the Department may take administrative action against a State for failure to submit reports in the manner prescribed by the Secretary.  

Complete, accurate, and reliable data are essential for effective decision-making and for implementing the requirements of the Nation’s education laws.  The Department’s ability to collect, store, and manage education data efficiently through electronic means allows for easier submission by States and reduces duplication of collections and burden on States. It also facilitates the efficient use of data for analysis by program officials and other interested parties. 

The Department’s goal in requiring electronic submission of information is to reduce State reporting burden significantly and to streamline dozens of data collections currently required by the Department.

February 2006 EDFACTS/EDEN Meeting in Orlando Well Attended

The 19th Annual Management Information Systems (MIS) Conference, sponsored by the U. S. Department of Education’s National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) and the Florida Department of Education, was held on February 22-24, 2006 at the Doubletree Hotel in Orlando, Florida. This conference provided three concentrated days of information about best practices, innovative ideas, and practical how-to advice about management information systems for K-12 education.  Key issues included investigating how improved information systems have impacted collaboration among schools, districts, and states; what tools and processes have been helpful in integrating data systems and developing enterprise data systems; how states and districts are responding to requests for accountability data; the latest developments in information technology for education; and how information systems are integrated at the school district and state levels. The MIS Conference brought together people who work with information collection, management, transmission, and reporting in school districts and state education agencies. 
SAVE THE DATE!  The EDEN State Coordinators Meeting is Scheduled for May 22-23, 2006

The EDEN State Coordinators Meeting, hosted by the Council of Chief State School Officers, will meet in Washington, DC at the Doubletree Crystal City Hotel 

on May 22-23, 2006. Topics to be covered include collection consolidation plans and results, including EDEN and the Common Core of Data; the SY 2006-2007 EDEN data groups; new race and ethnicity reporting categories; and state submission plans and metadata software.  State Special Education Data Managers attending the Office of Special Education Programs meeting in Bethesda on May 22 will join the state EDEN coordinators for a special recognition dinner that evening.
