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Clearance Status of the 

SY 2006-2007 EDEN

 Information Collection Request 

On May 1, the U. S. Department of Education (ED) published a Notice of Proposed Information Collection Request in the Federal Register for the      SY 2006-2007 EDEN data collection. Public comments closed on June 30 after a 60-day comment period, and the Department has now developed a revised clearance package for the Office of Management and Budget (OMB).  A second comment period of 30 days began August 7; that notice is found at www.ed.gov/news/fedregister under “Other.”  OMB approval of the collection is expected in September.

Status of the Proposed Amendments to Regulations Affecting the State Transmission and Collection of

Federally Required Data

A Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) was published on April 27 to amend the regulations in 34 CFR part 76 governing State reporting requirements. 

The Secretary proposes that the U. S. Department of Education may require that States report certain information electronically to significantly reduce reporting burden and to streamline data collections currently required by the Department.  The NPRM proposes that the Department may take administrative action against a state for failure to submit reports in the manner prescribed by the Secretary.  

The Department has reviewed the public’s comments on these amendments and is drafting final regulations.   The publication of final regulations is expected in late August, in time for the SY 2006-2007 EDEN data collection.
Secretary Proposes Guidance to Modify the Standards for Data on Race and Ethnicity 

The Secretary of Education has proposed new guidance on maintaining, collecting and reporting data on race and ethnicity to the U. S. Department of Education.  This guidance proposes to implement the Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) 1997 Standards for Maintaining, Collecting and Presenting Federal Data on Race and Ethnicity.  The proposed guidelines were published on August 7, 2006.  The public comment period will end on September 21, 2006.  We invite you to submit your comments as soon as possible. 

Education institutions and other recipients will be required to collect individual data on race and ethnicity of students, teachers, and staff using a two-question format. The first question would be whether or not the respondent is Hispanic/Latino (a person of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, South or Central American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race). The second question would ask respondents to select one or more of five racial groups (American Indian or Alaska Native, Asian, Black or African American, Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander, or White) with which they self identify.

The Department proposes to have educational institutions and other recipients report aggregated data on race and ethnicity in seven categories to reflect the growing diversity of our Nation: Hispanics of any race; and, for Non-Hispanics only: American Indian or Alaska Native, Asian, Black or African American, Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander, White, and Two or more races.

The Department has been examining its options for implementing the 1997 Standards for some time, as well as meeting and speaking with a variety of individuals and organizations representing educational institutions to ascertain their needs and interests. ED has consistently heard that major revisions to the collection of data on race and ethnicity will impose substantial paperwork burden, as data systems will need to be modified to accommodate these changes.  ED has also heard that educational institutions would prefer that the various Federal agencies involved in data collection use the same aggregate categories so the burden of implementing changes is minimized. These and other issues are addressed by the proposed guidance.  You are encouraged to review the proposed guidance on the Internet at www.ed.gov/news/fedregister.

Current and Projected EDFacts/EDEN Data Collections

Reconciliation of SY 2006-2007 Common Core of Data Collection with EDEN

Beginning with data for SY 2006-2007, the Common Core of Data (CCD) collection will be submitted to the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) under a pilot test. During that time, CCD and EDEN data will be submitted through the EDEN portal, using the EDEN file format and schedule. All support to states will be provided through EDEN’s Partner Support Center (PSC) and the state’s EDEN coordinator.

During the pilot, CCD data will be processed by the CCD system (sent from EDEN), however, EDEN will also process the data and run edit checks.  Then EDEN’s edits and processing will be compared with the output of the CCD system to ensure that EDEN’s processing can replace the CCD’s for the SY 2007-2008 data collection.

During the pilot, states will submit CCD data continuously according to EDEN due dates, rather than in one annual bundle, as previously done. Dropout and graduation information will be provided in the closeout file requested by EDEN, starting with the SY 2006-2007 pilot. NCES will then use the            SY 2005-2006 dropout and graduation data from the SY 2005-2006 EDEN collection.

EDEN-Only Status for States Collecting Special Education Data 

The Department has just completed a second round of data quality analyses on Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) data to determine eligibility for EDEN-only submission in subsequent years.  To date, 23 states have been approved to submit exiting data to EDEN only, 25 states have been approved for child count data, and 25 states have received approvals for educational environment data.  As of August 3, 21 states have been approved to submit all three IDEA data collections to EDEN only, while one other state was approved to submit two of the IDEA collections to EDEN only. Each of the states receiving EDEN-only approval can obtain access to their data reports in the EDFacts Reporting System.
 

On November 1, 2006, SY 2005-2006 Special Education exiting data will be submitted to the Department. Analysis of exiting data begins after November 1 to determine states’ eligibility to submit these data for EDEN-only status. 

Verification of Consolidated State Performance Report Data Underway

The Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) collects information relating to the five Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) goals.  Data on highly qualified teachers from the Consolidated State Performance Reports (CSPR) for SY 2003-2004 and SY 2004-2005 are available on the EDFacts Reporting System. The Department is currently working with the states to verify the remaining       SY 2004-2005 Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) data submissions.  ED anticipates finalizing the SY 2004-2005 CSPR data by the end of August. Additionally, plans for a Web enabled collection are well along for the SY 2005-2006 CSPR.  The Department expects to open the   SY 2005-2006 CSPR to receive data submissions in early November 2006, contingent upon OMB approval, with a December 1, 2006 closing date for receiving Part I data and February 1, 2007 closing date for Part II. Items from EDEN will be pre-populated to reduce data burden.

Office for Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC)

A sample of local education agencies (LEAs) will submit data for the 2006 Office for Civil Rights Data Collection on the Web, starting December 2006.  The collection will close in March of 2007.  In August, state EDEN coordinators will receive a list of LEAs selected for the sample, so states are asked to advise the Department of LEA status changes as soon as possible.  In this year’s data collection, data will be collected for five new or revised data groups – Advanced Placement (AP) testing, graduation tests, General Education Development testing (GED), single-sex classes, and preschool membership.  All classroom-level data will be dropped from the collection.  

The schedule for the transition of CRDC data to the EDEN Submission System is as follows:

· 2006-2007: ED aligns definitions with existing EDEN data groups and prepares file specifications. Additionally, the OCR definition of mental retardation is aligned with IDEA’s definition.

· 2007-2008: EDEN Submission System (ESS) is open to receive CRDC data from SEAs on a voluntary basis. Early adopters are welcome and partial state submissions are possible. 

· 2008-2009:  Submission of CRDC data for all LEAs via ESS is mandatory, or an SEA may submit a transition plan (which may include partial state submissions). LEAs in states with transition plans will submit directly via a Web form.

· 2009-2010: Mandatory submission of CRDC data for all LEAs, using the ESS, begins.

Indian Education Data Collection

LEAs (or tribes) who apply for SY 2007-2008 funds under the Indian Education Formula Grant Program (IEFGP) may begin submitting their SY 2006-2007 student count data via the Web in December 2006. Data collection will close the end of January 2007. LEAs will submit applications, including budget and performance data, based on IEFGP allocations in March 2007 and close submissions by April 2007.  This new Web process will reduce the burden of LEAs by requiring LEAs to submit their application only once on the Web rather than twice on paper.

EDFacts Training

ED has conducted a number of EDFacts general awareness training sessions to provide a broad overview of the system's current content, including Grants Administration and Payment System (GAPS) information, OSEP submissions, CSPR, and other components.  These sessions are conducted with program-specific examples to Department program staff.  Additional general awareness sessions will be scheduled for all ED staff. EDFacts Basic User training sessions are proposed for late summer and fall for Department staff.  Participants will have access to their own program reports in EDFacts and will be certified as an EDFacts Basic User for GAPs, OSEP, CSPR, and other components, as appropriate. These sessions will provide real-time, hands-on training. EDFacts Ad Hoc Training sessions are proposed for the fall for individuals who already have EDFacts access and Basic User certification.  This training will provide hands-on and program-specific assistance. EDEN State Coordinators 

Data Meeting Summary

The EDEN State Coordinators Meeting, hosted by the Council of Chief State School Officers, met in Washington, DC at the Doubletree Crystal City Hotel on May 22 and 23, 2006.  Meeting attendees learned about collection consolidation plans and results, including the consolidation of EDEN and the Common Core of Data (CCD); reviewed the           SY 2006-2007 EDEN data groups; and were updated on state submission plans and metadata software.  Tom Luce, Assistant Secretary for the Office of Planning, Evaluation and Policy Development gave awards to states that had excelled in submitting timely and complete data to EDEN. Tom Ogle, EDEN state coordinator from Missouri, received the highest honor of the day for consistently high performance in submitting complete, high quality data to EDEN.

The Office of Special Education Program’s Data Meeting was held at the same time as the EDEN State Coordinators Meeting, with a reception and EDFacts/OSEP Data Dinner providing an opportunity for state EDEN and Special Education counterparts to share their experiences and get acquainted.  Opening remarks were delivered by Dr. Alexa Posny, the Department’s new Director of the Office of Special Education Programs, and Honor Roll award recognition was delivered by Hudson La Force II, Senior Counselor to the Secretary.  Dr. Posny addressed the necessity of moving from “islands of data” to “data land,” so that the highest-quality data become available to decision makers and practitioners. She applauded the growing collaboration occurring among state data people and the Department, and encouraged states to use data to raise questions that can be leveraged across state offices to improve education for all students.  Photographs were taken of all awardees and sent to each after the meeting.

The NCES Summer Data Conference

July 26-28, 2006

EDEN data personnel joined staff from the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) at the U. S. Department of Education, as well as state and local data producers and users, at the NCES Summer Data Conference in Washington, DC.  This three-day intensive data conference on elementary and secondary education data featured sessions ranging from updates on the development of EDEN by Ross Santy, Deputy Assistant Secretary in the Office of Planning, Evaluation and Policy Development, to data policy updates, “heads up” sessions on upcoming EDEN data collections, potential uses of EDFacts/EDEN data, and a review of the 2006 proposed schedule for EDEN activities.  Staff from NCES discussed the transition of the CCD to EDEN and reported on numerous ED-sponsored studies and surveys.  Researchers and practitioners, data users and producers from the state to local levels provided timely and substantive sessions on collecting, analyzing, and reporting data. The EDEN and CCD State Coordinators Meeting, hosted by the Council of Chief State School Officers, will convene in St. Louis from September 25 through September 27, 2006. Participants will review the Office of Management and Budget’s approved         SY 2006-2007 data collection, and the merger of the CCD into EDEN, among others. Registration is now open and states may send up to three staff members to this meeting: two who work with the day-to-day EDEN file preparations and submission, and one non-fiscal CCD coordinator. * EDFACTS SUBMISSION UPDATE *

The submission process for EDEN data constitutes a major change in the way in which state data coordinators collect and submit data to the U. S. Department of Education.  In the past, the Department asked states to collect and submit complete sets of data once or twice a year, depending on the data group. Data could be submitted in paper format or electronically. The EDEN Submission System, on the other hand, encourages the continuous collection and electronic submission of data on a core set of data groups throughout the year.  Continuous, electronic submission of data better ensures that state data required by ED is current.  However, because of the constant flow of data from the states to ED, tracking the progress of state submissions is often difficult. In the past month, several EDEN data coordinators have asked the Department to provide regular status reports on the percentage of expected files transmitted by states, expected files missing, and non-expected files (files that states are not planning to submit, as per their state submission plans). To respond to these requests, we have provided a set of submission status charts for FY 2003-2004, 2004-2005, and 2005-2006, on the following pages.

However, before viewing the charts, we caution users to consider multiple factors that can affect building an effective data system, collecting quality data, and submitting data in a timely way to ED. These factors, some of which are listed below, must be weighed when evaluating state EDEN-ready performance:

· No one person at the state is ultimately accountable for the state’s ability to provide EDEN data to ED, including the EDEN Data Coordinator. A team of people, administrators as well as line staff, are needed to establish the data platform; change the data collection and submission culture and practices in the state, districts, and schools; and submit quality data to ED in a timely way. 

· Some states have been better able to provide sufficient funding, staffing, capacity building, and clear administrative direction to the state EDEN effort.  States with funding, staffing, and informed leaderships have an advantage over those that do not have these resources.

· Some states’ technology continues to be more developed than others. Many states’ data collection and submission systems had to be built or reconfigured to house collected EDEN data and provide for submission capability to the EDEN Submission System. 

· Some states are better able to make significant changes to what data are collected, and how and when data are collected and submitted. State terms and definitions that govern data collection; the level at which states collect data (student, school, etc.); the types of data collected (directory, services, outcomes); the ability of states to consolidate data sources; timelines for collecting discrete data groups, like dropouts and graduates; timeliness in submitting data to ED, and other collection issues can vary greatly between a given state and the guidelines provided by ED. The flexibility of state policies and practice for these areas can affect the amount, quality, and timeliness of the data submitted to ED.

As you review the charts below, which include the percentage of expected files transmitted, expected files missing, and non-expected files (files that states are not planning to submit, as per their state submission plans) for your state, consider the factors above, and then ask:

· Across the years, has my state increased its capacity to submit expected files in a timely way? How does my state compare with other states, at the same point in time?

· Across the years, has my state increased its capacity to collect data for files previously reported as “non-expected?” How does my state compare with other states? As an EDEN coordinator, if I have sent in all the data my state intends to submit for any given year, have I contacted the Partner Support Center to let them know my state will not be submitting further data? 

Note: The Department’s Partner Support Center (PSC) provides quick response, on-going technical assistance to states to facilitate the submission of data to EDEN and use of the EDFacts Reporting Systems’ analytical and reporting tools. They additionally track state data submissions on a daily basis. This “swat team” is on call for you from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. ET, Monday through Friday, at 877-457-3336 (877-HLP-EDEN).  

While EDEN, at this point, is not new, states and the Department continue to iron out issues that affect the collection and submission of EDEN data. We are significantly closer to a fully functional EDEN system than we have ever been, because of efforts the states have made, as well as work that is being conducted in the Department. Forty-nine states currently submit data to the EDEN Submission System, and all states receive bi-weekly submission progress reports from EDFacts.  The more data states provide to EDEN, the more analytical and reporting power states and ED will have from the EDFacts Reporting System. This means data will be available to states and ED to improve, support, and strengthen operations and outcomes, efficiency and effectiveness.  The Department salutes the continuing efforts that each state has made and is making for this common goal.
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EDFacts is the new U. S. Department of Education (ED) tool to access and use centrally collected educational and performance data. The purpose of EDFacts is to place the use of robust, timely performance data at the core of decision and policymaking in education; improve state data capabilities by providing resources and technical assistance; reduce the burden of duplicative collections placed on SEAs and districts;  streamline data practices; and provide data for planning, policy, and management at the federal, state, and local levels.
