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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: 

· School Choice - Transferred, ID # 544

· School Choice - Applied for Transfer, ID # 574

· School Choice - Offered, ID # 579.

The definition for these data groups are in the column “Data Group Definition” in Table 1.3-1.

The Consolidated State Performance Report, which is legislatively supported by Sections 9302 and 9303 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, uses these EDEN data groups.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2005-2006 File Specifications

There have been significant changes to this file specification:

· Removed Data Group 577 – Students Eligible for School Choice Transfer.

· Removed the School Level collection for Data Groups 544, 574, and 579 

· Changed the Definition for Data Group 574 – School Choice – Applied for Transfer to clarify that these are eligible students who applied for transfer.

· Changed the Definition for Data Group 579 – School Choice – Offered to clarify that this is an unduplicated count of eligible students who were offered the opportunity to apply for transfer. 

· Changed the Definition for Data Group 544 – School Choice – Transferred to clarify that these are eligible students who transferred.

· Updated Data Group Names.

This data group is submitted at the following levels:

· LEA

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for School Choice - Transferred File submissions:

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects counts of students who were eligible for transfer to another public school under the provisions of public school choice in the No Child Left Behind legislation.
  Each count in this file is a discreet count of students at the SEA or LEA level.  The count should reflect the cumulative total of students for the school year who fall in each category (eligible to transfer, applied to transfer, and transferred), not the number of times a student was eligible, applied, or transferred.  

If a student transferred, that student should have been offered an opportunity to transfer and applied to transfer, and should be counted in those categories, too.  Therefore, the count of students who applied to transfer should be equal to or greater than the number of students who transferred.  Similarly, the count of students who were offered an opportunity to apply for transfer should be equal to or greater than the number of students who applied to transfer.

For those LEAs that have open enrollment and other choice programs, the LEA may consider a student as eligible for and participating in Title I public school choice if the student meets the following conditions:

· Has a "home" or "neighborhood" school (to which the student would have been assigned, in the absence of a choice program) that receives Title I funds and has been identified, under the statute, as in need of improvement, corrective action, or restructuring; and 
· Has elected to enroll, at some point since July 1, 2002 (the effective date of the Title I choice provisions) and after the home school has been identified as in need of improvement, in a school that has not been so identified and is attending that school.

For those LEAs that are not able to offer public school choice (i.e., LEAs in which all schools in a grade level are schools in need of improvement, LEAs which have only a single school at that grade level, or LEAs whose schools are so remote from one another that choice is impracticable), count as eligible all students who attend Title I schools identified for improvement.  States should report that no eligible schools or students were provided the option to transfer, and should provide an explanation why choice is not possible within the LEA in the Explanations field.  For example, “All schools in the LEA are in need of improvement therefore school choice was not offered”, “There is only one school with grades 6-8 in this LEA, so offering choice is not possible”, or “Offering school choice is not possible due to the distance between schools” would suffice as explanations for the three situations given above.

1.3 Population Status

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated 

A - This field is populated in accordance with table 1.2-1 

O - Optional, data in this field is optional

SEA SCHOOL CHOICE - TRANSFERRED FILE

This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the SEA School Choice - Transferred File.  The file type is specified in the header record.

1.4 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
