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PREFACE
This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: School Computer Table, ID # 525.  The definition for this data is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.  

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
This file specification is provides data for program performance reporting of Title II, Part D of ESEA as required by the Results Act.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2005-06 file specification

The following changes have been made since the SY 2005-06 file specification:

· Changed data group definition to clarify what computers should be included by adding the phrase “available to students for instruction.”

· Removed the category “instructional setting.”

· Modified the permitted value for internet access type by changing “high speed Ethernet or wireless connectivity” to “high speed wired or wireless connectivity.” 

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group 

This data group is submitted at the following levels:  

· School

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the sub-totals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be “N” because no subtotals or grand totals are required for this file.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for School Computer file submissions:

sslevSCHCOMPvvvvvv.ext

Where:

ss
– Two-character USPS State Abbreviation for the submitting SEA.

lev
– Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

SCH for a School, School Computer Submission

Filename 
– SCHCOMP (no more than nine digits)
Vvvvvvv
– Up to seven-character alphanumeric string designated by the SEA to uniquely identify the individual submission, e.g., ver0001, v010803

.ext
– Three-character file extension identifying the file format as follows:

.txt – fixed format

.csv – comma-delimited format

.tab – tab-delimited format 

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification collects the number of instructional computers.  Computers include laptops but not handheld devises like personal digital assistants (PDAs).  Computers also don’t include peripherals like printers.

The permitted value “dial-up connectivity” should be used for dial-up and all other forms of narrowband connections.  The permitted value “high speed wired or wireless connectivity” should be used for all forms of broadband connections.

The date of the count should be included in the explanation field.

SCHOOL COMPUTER FILE 
This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the School Computer File type.  The file type is specified in the header record.

2.1 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
