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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN). This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education. The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Discipline Incidents Table, ID# 523. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.

A separate document contains the XML file formats. General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data in this file specification is used for monitoring and reporting for the 

Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities Act (Title IV, Part A).

1.1 Changes from the SY 2006–07 File Specifications

There have been changes to this file specification. These changes did result in changes to the record layout.

· The data group name was changed from “Students Disciplined” to “Discipline Incidents” and the definition was revised.

· The category Discipline Method (Safe and Drug-Free) was removed. 

· Other was added as a permitted value for Discipline Reason (Safe and Drug-Free).

· Additional guidance has been provided in Section 2.0.

· The school level was removed from collection.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

· SEA

· LEA

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the subtotals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification is used to collect the number of incidents by school-aged students during the school year for illicit drugs, alcohol, weapons possession, and violence (as those infractions are defined by the state) that result in the removal of a student for at least an entire school day.

Additional guidance for this file is provided below: 

What is the reporting period for this file? 

The reporting period for this file is the entire school year. 

What education units should be included in this file?

Include all LEAs that were open (even if count of incidents is zero) during the reporting period and had students.

What education units should not be included in this file?

Do not submit LEAs that were closed or future for the entire reporting period. Also do not submit LEAs that did not have students.

Is the student count duplicated?

This file collects a count of incidents. If multiple students were involved in the same incident, that incident (event) would only be counted once. N/X136 collects the count of students involved in discipline incidents.

Do the events have to involve students, be on school property, or be at a school event?
Yes. The benchmark is whether the student is under the control of the school or LEA when the incident occurs and the student is disciplined by removal for at least an entire school day. Any incident that does not result in the removal of a student for at least an entire school day is outside the scope of this collection. So, student incidents at school- or LEA-sponsored events not on school property that result in the removal of a student for an entire school day would be counted. Events involving teachers or other adults fighting, drinking alcohol, etc. on school property are not counted because those types of incidents would not involve a student. 
What constitutes an “entire school day” in the definition of the data group?
An entire school day means that the student did not spend any time at school in their regular educational setting on that day. Typically this means removal, suspension, or expulsion by school authorities.

Where do I count summer incidents?
Summer incidents should be included with the appropriate school year in which they fall, as defined by the state. For example, if a reportable incident happened on July 15th, 2008 and the state’s 2008-09 school year starts July 1st and runs through June 30th, the incident is counted with SY 2008-09. If the state’s school year is August 1st through July 31st, it would be counted with SY 2007-08.

What if an incident involves more than one school district, for example, at a sporting event between two districts?
If the incident resulted in the removal of one or more students in each school district, the incident would be reported by both districts. If only one district removed a student(s) as a result of the incident, only that district would report the incident.

What is the grade level for an incident?
The category was intended to determine whether the incident happened at an elementary, middle, or high school. Use the lowest grade level of the participants who were removed from school because of the incident, if you have that data available. The data can be submitted without grade level if it’s not available. This category will be removed for next year’s collection.

What if I have more than one discipline reason for an incident?

In cases where there is more than one discipline reason, for example, weapons possession and violent incident with physical injury, report the most serious reason for removal as a result of the incident. 

What if my state has zero counts?

SEA level submission – Zero counts must be included in the details, category sets and total.

LEA level submissions – If counts for an entire LEA are zero, submit the grand total as zero only. 

What if my state has missing data?

SEA level submission – Data can be submitted without grade level. Data cannot be submitted without Discipline Reason. If you don’t have data by discipline reason, indicate in your state’s submission plan that the file will not be submitted.

LEA level submissions: 

· If counts for an entire LEA are missing, the LEA can be left out of the file. In your state’s submission plan, include the LEA in the count of LEAs expected to submit data. The remaining records should be submitted when available.

· If counts are missing for some of the combinations of permitted values but not all (e.g., data for grades 9 through 12 are missing but data for grades 1 through 8 are available), submit the data you have. The records should be resubmitted later when the remaining data are available.

What if I have some LEAs that have complete category sets and some that have incomplete category sets?

Data that are missing for some of the LEAs that results in incomplete category sets (e.g., don’t have discipline reason or grade level) are treated as the entire category set is missing. ESS does not allow some LEAs to submit incomplete category sets while other LEAs submit complete category sets. However, if grade level is missing for a significant number of LEAs, submit the data for all LEAs without grade level.

Do other file specifications collect related data?

These data are used in the following reports: biennial report to Congress on the Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Communities Act, and annual Gun-Free Schools Act report to the Secretary. Other files collect data that is used in this report:

· Data group 36 in N/X130 is used to indicate whether a school has been identified as being persistently dangerous.

· Data group 664 in N/X131 is used to identify the number of truants in an LEA.

· N/X136 collects the number of students involved in discipline incidents.

2.1 Definitions

Illicit Drug Related

Drug-related incidents are those in which the reason for at least one-day removal from the classroom is an event involving possession or use of substances that include tobacco or illicit drugs (including steroids, all prescription drugs for which the student does not have a prescription and inappropriate use of nonprescription drugs and other substances). Drug-related incidents will include the following:

· Possession or use of marijuana, hashish, or other cannabinoids on school grounds.

· Other illicit drugs possession or use on school grounds.

· Being under the influence of marijuana or illicit drugs on school grounds.

· Tobacco possession or use on school grounds.

· Inappropriate use of medication on school grounds.

· Trafficking or possession for sale of marijuana or other illicit drugs on school grounds.


Alcohol Related

Alcohol-related incidents are those in which the reason for at least one-day removal from the classroom is one of the following: 

· Alcohol possession or use on school grounds.

· Being under the influence of alcohol on school grounds.


Weapons Possession
Possession of one of the following items:

· Handgun.

· Shotgun or rifle.

· Other type of firearm (e.g., devices designed to expel a projectile, grenade, explosive).

· Knife.

· Other sharp object (e.g., razor blade, ice pick, Chinese star).

· Other object (chain, brass knuckle, billy club, stun gun).

· Substance used as a weapon (mace, tear gas).


Violent Incident 
Violent incidents may include, but are not limited to, the following:

· Battery (physical attack or harm): Examples include striking that causes bleeding, broken nose, and kicking a student while he or she is down. Consider age and developmentally appropriate behavior before using this category. This category should be used when the attack is serious enough to warrant calling the police or security or when serious bodily harm occurs. Include an attack with a weapon in this category. (This offense may be referred to by law enforcement as aggravated assault.)

· Fighting (mutual altercation): Mutual participation in an incident involving physical violence where there is no major injury.

· Harassment, nonsexual (physical, verbal, or psychological): Repeatedly annoying or attacking a student or group of students or other personnel that creates an intimidating or hostile educational or work environment.

· Harassment, sexual (unwelcome sexual conduct): Unwelcome sexual advances, requests for sexual favors, other physical or verbal conduct, or communication of a sexual nature, including gender-based harassment that creates an intimidating, hostile, or offensive educational or work environment.

· Homicide (murder or manslaughter): Killing a human being.

· Physical altercation, minor (pushing, shoving): Confrontation, tussle, or physical aggression that does not result in injury.

· Robbery (taking of things by force): The taking of, or attempting to take, anything of value that is owned by another person or organization under confrontational circumstances by force or threat of force or violence and/or by putting the victim in fear. A key difference between robbery and theft is that the threat of physical harm or actual physical harm is involved in a robbery.

· School threat (threat of destruction or harm): Any threat (verbal, written, or electronic) by a person to bomb or use other substances or devices for the purpose of exploding, burning, or causing damage to a school building or school property, or to harm students or staff.

· Sexual battery (sexual assault): Oral, anal, or vaginal penetration forcibly or against the person's will or where the victim is incapable of giving consent. Includes rape, fondling, indecent liberties, child molestation, and sodomy.

· Threat/intimidation (causing fear of harm): Physical, verbal, written, or electronic action which immediately creates fear of harm, without displaying a weapon and without subjecting the victim to actual physical attack. (This category only includes verbal incidents that cause fear. It does not include insubordination, lack of respect, defiance of authority, etc.).


Physical Injury

Incidents with injury include those in which one or more students, school personnel, or other persons on school grounds require professional medical attention. Examples include stab or bullet wounds, concussions, fractured or broken bones, or cuts requiring stitches.

Other
Other reasons for out of school suspensions related to drug use and violence.

3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System. Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state. A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name. The following is the naming convention for Discipline Incidents file submissions:
