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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Title I TAS Services Table, ID# 549. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data in this file specification is intended to replace a similar data table in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part II.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2006–07 File Specifications

There have been changes to this file specification.  These changes did not result in changes to the record layout. 
· The reporting period was changed from "October 1" to "beginning of school year”.
· The name of the data group changed from “Title I TAS Student Participation” to “Title I TAS Services” to better describe the data that is collected.
· The table name definition was updated to clarify what is collected.
1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

· SEA

· LEA

An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification is used to collect the number of students receiving each type of instructional services and support services through a targeted assistance (TAS) program funded by Title I, Part A. 
See below for additional guidance concerning this file.
What is the reporting period for this file?

The reporting period for this file is the entire school year.
What is the EDFacts submission period for this file?

This file is listed amongst the End files.
Which Education Units should be included in the file?

Report only for LEAs with NCLB Title I, Part A TAS programs.
Which Education Units should not be included in the file?

Do not report LEAs that do not have NCLB Title I, Part A TAS programs.
What if a student received more than one kind of service?

Students may be reported as receiving more than one instructional and/or support service; they may receive instructional services in more than one subject, may receive multiple types of support services, and may receive both instructional and support services. 

Should the count of students be duplicated or unduplicated?

The number of students reported should be unduplicated by service area; students should be reported only once for each type of instructional or support service regardless of the frequency with which they received the service.

What if my state has zero counts?

SEA level submission - Zero counts must be included for the details in the category sets.  

LEA level submission - Zero counts are not required.  

What if my state has missing data?

SEA level submission – Submit data when the data are available.  Note in your state submission plan if the data by instructional services or by support services are determined not to be available to submit.

LEA level submission

· If all counts for an LEA are missing, the LEA can be left out of the file.  In your state’s submission plan, include the LEA in the count of LEAs expected to submit the data.  The records for that LEA should be submitted when the data are available.

· If counts are missing for one of the category sets but not for the other, submit the data you have.  Missing counts (-1) can be left out of the file.  The file can be resubmitted with all the category sets when the data are available.

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Title I TAS Services file submissions:
