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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Graduates/Completers Tables, ID# 306.  The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. 
A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook. The data collected through this file specification is intended to supply Graduates and Completers data to the NonFiscal Surveys of the Common Core of Data (CCD).  This data is also used by many other U.S. Department of Education program offices.

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Graduates/Completers file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification collects the graduates/completers count for the 2006-07 school year.  This student count is cumulative for the school year (including the subsequent summer) and is unduplicated.

The instructions for completing the CCD Nonfiscal Surveys can be used as a general reference for this data, with one major exception (the CCD collection cycle for previous school years does not apply to EDFacts).

RACE/ETHNICITY

For this data collection, the five permitted values from Directive 15 are used for race/ethnicity.  “Multiracial” and race/ethnicities beyond the five in Directive 15 are not included in the permitted values for race/ethnicity.  If your state uses values for race/ethnicity not included in Directive 15 and those values can not be cross-walked to the five permitted values in Directive 15, then those students are not reported in the detailed records; however, in the grand total.

HOMELESS STATUS

Students who have been identified as being homeless and served by a McKinney Vento sub grant.  

LIMITED ENGLISH PROFICIENT (LEP) STATUS (ONLY)

This status is used only when students with LEP status need to be included.  In coordination with the State’s definition based on Title 9 of ESEA, students:

(A) who are aged 3 through 21;

(B) Who are enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or a secondary school;

(C ) (Who are i, ii, or iii)              

(i) who were not born in the United States or whose native languages are  languages other than English;

(ii) (Who are I and II)

(I) who are a Native American or Alaska Native, or a native resident of the outlying areas; and 

(II) who come from an environment where languages other than English have a significant impact on their level of language proficiency; or

(iii) who are migratory, whose native language are languages other than English, and who come from an environment where languages other than English is dominant; and

(D) whose difficulties in speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language may be sufficient to deny the individuals  (who are denied i or ii or iii)

(i) the ability to meet the State’s proficient level of achievement on State assessments described in section 111(b)(3);

(ii) the ability to successfully achieve in classrooms where the language of instruction is English; or

(iii) the opportunity to participate fully in society.

To be classified as limited English proficient, an individual must be A, B, C, and D. For C, an individual can be i, ii, or iii. If C-ii, the individual must be I and II. For D, an individual must be denied i or ii or iii.
   
“NUMBER” FIELDS

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:
· “Total Records in File” in the Header
· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated
