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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Immigrant Tables, ID# 519. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data group in this file specification is intended to supply parts of the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part I.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2006–07 file specifications

There have been changes to this file specification.  These changes did result in changes to the record layout.

· The aggregation by "years attending U.S. schools" was removed to allow the data to be aggregated by only "LEP Status (Both)."

· A category set was added to aggregate the data by "Program Participation (Immigrant)."  This new category set is used to report immigrant students who participate in programs for immigrant children and youth. 

· The reporting period was changed from October 1 to school year.

· Updated the table name definition by adding reference to Title III, Section 3301(6).

· The permitted language codes used have changed to the ones listed in ISO 639-2.

· Additional guidance has been provided in Section 2.0.

1.2 Requirements for submitting this data group

This data group is submitted at the following levels:

· SEA

· LEA

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the subtotals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification is used to collect the unduplicated number of students who meet the definition of immigrant children and youth in NCLB Title III, Section 3301(6) and are enrolled in elementary and secondary schools.

What is the reporting period for this file?
The reporting period for this file is the entire school year.

Where can I find the language codes?

The ISO 639-2 language codes can be found at the following web site: http://www.loc.gov/standards/iso639-2/php/English_list.php.

The ISO 639-2 language codes are also located in the Data Framework in EDEN. You can access the Data Framework from the left-hand menu in the EDEN Portal. 

1. Click on the link for Data Framework in the left-hand menu of the EDEN Portal once you have logged in. The link is under Education Unit Profile. 

2. Click on the link for Categories. 

3. Select the school year from the dropdown menu. 

4. Scroll down the page and click on the link for Language (in the first column). 

The page will refresh with a table containing all languages and their codes.

Which Education Units should be included in the file?

Include all LEAs that have immigrant students enrolled.

Which Education Units should not be included in the file?

Do not include LEAs that do not have any immigrant students enrolled.

What do I do if the Language Code list does not include a language spoken in my state?

The list of language codes is very extensive.  In the event that a language spoken at your state is not included in the list, please try to determine the language family for that language. The ISO 639-2 has many “Other” values that could apply to your state.  When using these “Other” values please include an explanation of what the other language is.

An example of this would be for students who speak the Maay language.  This language is not included in the language list.  According to the Ethnolgue Web site Maay is a Cushitic language.  The ISO 639-2 has a value for Cushitic (Other).  In this case you would report your Maay speaking student count using the Cushitic (Other).  In the explanation field include a comment that the students in this category speak the Maay language.  The Ethnologue Web site can be found at: http://www.ethnologue.com/home.asp
In cases where you have language codes that are not amongst those accepted by ESS and do not map to another code that is part of the ISO 639-2 you should leave those students out of the count in Category Set B but include them in the Grand Total.

Is the home language the same as a student’s native language?

The home language is not necessarily the student’s native language.  
How do we track children (students) born to U.S. citizens abroad, e.g., children born on a foreign military base?

For the purpose of this collection, these children (students) would be considered immigrants.

"Who is included under program participation (immigrant)? 

Include immigrant students who participated in programs for immigrant children and youth funded under section 3114(d)(1) using funds reserved for immigrant education programs/activities.  

Do not include immigrant students who received services in Title III language instructional educational programs under Section 3114(a) and 3115 (a).

What if my state has zero counts?

SEA level submission - Zero counts are not required.

LEA level submission - Zero counts are not required.  

What if my state has missing data?

SEA level submission - Submit data when the data are available.  Note in your state submission plan if the data by LEP Status, by Language, or by Program Participation are determined not to be available to submit.

LEA level submission:

· If all counts for an LEA are missing, submit just a grand total record for that LEA with a student count value of “-1”.  In your state’s submission plan, include the LEA in the count of LEAs expected to submit the data.  The records for that LEA should be submitted when data are available.

· If counts are missing for one of the category sets but not for others, submit the data you have.  Missing counts (-1) can be left out of the file.  The file can be resubmitted with all the category sets when the data are available.

1.3 Definitions

The following are definitions that support this file:  

Immigrants

Immigrant Children and Youth means individuals who (A) are aged 3 through 21; (B) were not born in any State; and (C) have not been attending one or more schools in any one or more States for more than 3 full academic years.
 "State" means the 50 states, the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and the outlying areas.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Immigrant file submissions:

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated 

A - This field is populated in accordance with table 1.2-1 

O - Optional, data in this field is optional
