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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 Purpose

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDEN Data Group: Children with Disabilities (IDEA) in Correctional Facilities Table, ID # 599.  The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through Table 3 Part B IDEA Implementation of FAPE Requirements.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Workbook.
1.1 Changes from the 03-04 and 04-05 File Specifications

2.0 File Naming Convention

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Children with Disabilities (IDEA) in Correctional Facilities transmittal file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

The children reported through this file specification are also reported in file specification N002/X002 Children with Disabilities (IDEA).  This file contains a count of all children with disabilities under IDEA through age 21 receiving special education in short-term detention facilities (community-based or residential) or in correctional facilities.

For the SEA file, all children should be assigned to one of the five race/ethnicity categories.  The total number of children reported by race/ethnicity must equal the total number of children reported by disability category (IDEA) in the SEA file.   This requirement is different from most EDEN files.  For the LEA file, all children do not have to be assigned to one of the five race/ethnicity categories. 

Reporting by disability category (IDEA) and by race/ethnicity is required for any State which has transitioned to EDEN only reporting for IDEA Part B in school year 05-06.  Reporting by disability category (IDEA) and by race/ethnicity is strongly encouraged for any SEA that wants to be considered for EDEN only reporting beginning with school year 06-07.

Reporting by gender and LEP Status is requested in accordance with the reauthorization of IDEA.  For school year 05-06, reporting by gender and LEP status is optional.  If children are reported by gender and/or LEP status, for the SEA file, the total number of children reported must equal the total number of children report by race/ethnicity and by disability category (IDEA).  If children are reported by gender and/or LEP status, for the LEA file, the total number of children reported must equal the total number of children report by disability category (IDEA) but does not have to equal the total number of children reported by race/ethnicity. 

4.0 SEA Children with Disabilities (IDEA) in Correctional Facilities Tables File

4.1 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
