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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDEN Data Group: Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Participation Assessment Table, #618.  The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through Table 6 “Report of Participation and Performance of Students with Disabilities on State Assessments.”
A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Workbook.
The data group in this file specification is intended to supply parts of the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part I and the Title III Biennial Evaluation Report.

1.1 Changes from the 03-04 and 04-5 File Specifications

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Participation Assessment file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCES FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file collects the information on the participation of Children with Disabilities (IDEA) in state assessments under No Child Left Behind (NCLB) and in state out-of-grade assessments that are not alternate assessments under NCLB.

At the academic subject level, the data is the unduplicated number of children who participated in the state assessments.

Four permitted value options are provided for the reading assessment: English, Reading/Language Arts, Reading, and Language Arts.   Each SEA should use the most appropriate permitted value for the reading assessment.

Records for the LEAs and Schools need only include those grade levels offered at the LEA or School.  In addition, records need to include only the grade level in high school (9th through 12th) that is assessed.

An alternate assessment is a way to measure the performance of students who are unable to participate in general large-scale assessments even with accommodations.   In reporting alternate assessments, the field for accommodations should be “without accommodations.”

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:

· “Total Records in File” in the Header

· “File Record Number” in the Data Record

· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count
