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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K–12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDEN Data Group: Vocational Concentrator Dropout Table File Specification, ID # 620.  The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through the Consolidated Annual Performance, Accountability, and Financial Status Report for the State Basic Grant and Tech-Prep Grant Programs under the Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Technical Education Act of 1998.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Workbook.
1.1 Changes from the 03–04 and 04–05 File Specification

Not applicable. This is a new file specification for 2005-06.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

· SEA

· LEA - Only for LEAs with vocational concentrators

· School - Only for schools with vocational concentrators

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Vocational Concentrator Dropout file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
A Vocational Concentrator is a student who enrolled in a threshold level of vocational education.  The threshold level is defined by the state and includes a sequence of courses that provides individuals with the academic and technical knowledge and skills the individuals used to prepare for further education and for careers (other than careers requiring a baccalaureate, masters, or doctoral degree) in current or emerging employment sectors.

The data collected in this file should count those vocational concentrators who dropped out.  A dropout is defined as a student who was:

· enrolled in school at some time during the school year and was not enrolled on October 1 of the following school year, or 

· was not enrolled on October 1 of the school year although expected to be in membership (i.e., was not reported as a dropout the year before), and 

· has not graduated from high school or completed a state or district-approved educational program, and 
· did not meet any of the following exclusionary conditions: 

1. transfer to another public school district, private school, or state- or district-approved educational program; 

2. temporary school-recognized absence due to suspension or illness; or 

3. death. 

Fields in this file specification that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:

· “Total Records in File” in the Header

· “File Record Number” in the Data Record

· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count

For this data collection, the five permitted values from Directive 15 are used for race/ethnicity. “Multiracial” and race/ethnicities beyond the five in Directive 15 are not included in the permitted values for race/ethnicity. If your state uses values for race/ethnicity that are not included in Directive 15 and those values can not be cross-walked to the five permitted values in Directive 15, then those students are not reported in the detailed records.

4.0 SEA VOCATIONAL CONCENTRATOR DROPOUT FILE
This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the SEA Vocational Concentrator Dropout File.  The file type is specified in the header record.
