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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.

The data in this file specification is a compilation of single counts and indicators from a variety of education programs, some of which are related to the No Child Left Behind legislation and some of which are related to other funded programs.

· Revised data group 595 – Average Daily Attendance to provide one decimal place in the number, rather than a whole number.
· Revised data group name Combined MEP Funds Status, ID #514 from Combined MEP Funds Indicator.
· Added Explanation Fields to all levels.

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for NCLB School Year End Status file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

3.1 General Guidance

This file specification collects a number of data elements including single counts and indicators from a variety of education programs, some of which are related to the No Child Left Behind legislation and some of which are related to other funded programs.  
Most of the data elements in this file are cumulative counts or data for the school year.  The two exceptions to this are data group #56, Economically Disadvantaged Students and data group #514, Combined MEP Funds Status, which are both to be reported as of October 1st of the school year. 

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:
· “Total Records in File” in the Header
· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count

3.2 Data Group Specific Guidance
Supplemental Services counts of students are not reported when no supplemental services are required to be provided for the given level (SEA or LEA).  If these counts are not applicable, leave the fields blank (fixed format) or null (delimited formats).  
In the definition of Truants, the phrase "threshold definition" refers to the number of unexcused absences before a student is deemed truant.  For example, some states allow 5 and others allow 10 unexcused absences after which the student is deemed truant.

Please note that the Combined MEP Funds Status (#514) values are very specific.  A “No” value means that funds are not combined OR the school does not have a Title I schoolwide program.  A value of “No Program” is used when the school does not have a migrant education program.
For Average Daily Attendance, conversion of average daily membership (or other similar data) to average daily attendance is permitted for local educational agencies in States that provide State aid to local educational agencies on the basis of average daily membership (or other similar data).  Also, if the local educational agency in which a child resides makes a tuition or other payment for the free public education of the child in a school located in another school district, you should consider the child to be in attendance at a school of the agency making the payment rather than the agency receiving the payment.  Please note this is a different methodology than used for Student Membership where children are counted in the agency providing the services.

If no state definition, average daily attendance can be computed by dividing the aggregate number of days of attendance by the number of days in the school year.
Data Group ID# 652 - School Choice - Funds Spent:  Fixed-length file format limits the cell size to 6 digits.  Comma-delimited and Tab-delimited formats do not have the same constraint, therefore, are recommended for submissions with Funds Spent values greater than 6 digits.
3.3 Population Status

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated 

A - This field is populated in accordance with table 1.2-1 

O - Optional, data in this field is optional
