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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDEN Data Group: 

· Alternate Approach Status Table, ID# 617

· AMAO Proficiency Attainment Status for LEP Students Table, ID #518

· AMAO Progress Attainment Status for LEP Students Table, ID # 569

· AYP Status Table, ID #32

· Districts Meeting AYP Table, ID # 461

· Districts Not Meeting AYP Table, ID #534

· Schools Meeting AYP Table, ID #455

· Schools Not Meeting AYP Table, ID #532

The data collected through this file specification is similar to data currently collected through the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) and the Title III Biennial Report.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Workbook.

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for AYP Status file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:
· “Total Records in File” in the Header
· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., School Count, District Count

Each school has one AYP status.  To determine that AYP status, an SEA combines the results of indicators that may apply to different grade spans.  In determining whether something is a school, the Department will rely heavily on how the state has applied the standard definition of a school in the past including the assigning of its own identification numbers and in applying for NCES identification numbers.  That is, if an education unit has one state identification number and one NCES identification number, it will be assumed to be a single school.  The Department will also review other criteria, for example, the number of principals.  An education unit with a single principal will be assumed to be a single school.  No one criterion will be used. Rather, the Department will review several criteria in determining whether an education unit is a single school that will have a single AYP determination.

Each school district has one AYP status.  However, a State may have LEAs in EDEN that are not schools districts that are accountable for students for AYP purposes.  Those LEAs can either be left out of the file or reported with an AYP status of "NOTREQ" for not accountable for students for AYP purposes and thus not required to calculate an AYP status.

All the statuses collected in this file specification should be based on assessments during the reporting year.  For example, the AYP status for school year 2005-06 is based on assessments that occurred during the 2005-06 school year.  The status in this file can be viewed as the final results for the school year.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY AYP STATUS FILE
This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the SEA AYP Status File.  The file type is specified in the header record.

4.1 Header Record Definition
The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
