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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Reading/Language Arts Proficiency Target Status Tables, ID# 552. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. The data collected through this file specification is required by No Child Left Behind (NCLB).

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Reading/Language Arts Proficiency Target Status file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification collects the Proficiency Target Status for Reading/Language Arts.  The status should be based on results during the reporting year.  For example, the status for school year 2006-07 is based on assessments during the 2006-07 school year.  The status in this file can be viewed as a final result for the school year.

Each record in the file indicates the status of the Reading/Language Arts Proficiency Target for a specific student sub population or all students.  For example, if a school met the Reading/Language Arts Proficiency Target status for economic disadvantaged students, the record would indicate “ECODIS” in the field for Economic Disadvantaged Status and “MET” in the field for “Status.” Therefore, each school or district will have up to 9 records (5 for the race/ethnicity, 1 for LEP, 1 for Disability Status, 1 for economic disadvantaged status, and 1 for all students).  When reporting the indicator for all students, only the field “Status” is used. All students is the result of the performance of all students. It is not the result of the District or school taken as a whole.
For any school or district, the Reading/Language Arts Proficiency Target status has one of the following statuses for the various student sub populations and for all students:

· MET – The School or District met the Reading/Language Arts proficiency target for the specific student sub populations (or for all students).

· SAFEHABOR – The School or District met the Reading/Language Arts proficiency target for the specific student sub population (or for all students) because of safe harbor.

· NOTMET – The School or District did not meet the Reading/Language Arts proficiency target for the specific student sub population (or for all students).

· TOOFEW (Too few students for reliability) – The School or District had under the number of students in the specific student sub population (or for all students) required to reliability calculate the Reading/Language Arts proficiency target status.

· MISSING – The Reading/Language Arts proficiency target status for a specific School or District is not available at the time the file is prepared.

· NA (Not applicable) – Districts that are not required to meet the math participation status should not be included in this file.  If they were included, the status would be reported as not applicable.    

If a school or district has no students in a specific sub population, the status should be reported as "TOOFEW" with an explanation that there were no students.  If no students are in the school or district, the school or district should not be included in this file.
Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:

· “Total Records in File” in the Header

· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
3.1 Definitions

Race/ethnicity – For this data collection, the five permitted values from Directive 15 are used for race/ethnicity.  “Multiracial” and race/ethnicities beyond the five in Directive 15 are not included in the permitted values for race/ethnicity.  If the State’s accountability plan uses different race/ethnicities than those five, report any over lapping groups and include in the explanation “incomplete reporting different race/ethnicities.”  

LEP Status – Students who meet the definition of Limited English Proficient Students (also known as English Language Learners) which is in coordination with the State’s definition based on Title 9 of ESEA, students:

(A) Who are aged 3 through 21;

(B) Who are enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or a secondary school;

(C) (Who are i, ii, or iii)        
(i) Who were not born in the United States or whose native languages are  languages other than English;

(ii) (Who are I and II)
(I) Who are a Native American or Alaska Native, or a native resident of the outlying areas; and 

(II) Who come from an environment where languages other than English have a significant impact on their level of language proficiency; or

(iii) Who are migratory, whose native language is a language other than English, and who come from an environment where languages other than English are dominant; and

(D) Whose difficulties in speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language may be sufficient to deny the individuals (who are denied i or ii or iii)
(i) the ability to meet the State’s proficient level of achievement on State assessments described in Section 111(b)(3);

(ii) the ability to successfully achieve in classrooms where the language of instruction is English; or

(iii) the opportunity to participate fully in society.

Disability Status - Students who meet the definition of Children with Disabilities (IDEA) which is children having mental retardation, hearing impairment including deafness, speech or language impairment, visual impairment including blindness, serious emotional disturbance (hereafter referred to as emotional disturbance), orthopedic impairment, autism, traumatic brain injury, developmental delay, other health impairment, specific learning disability, deaf-blindness, or multiple disabilities, and who, by reason thereof, receive special education and related services under IDEA according to an individualized education program (IEP), individual family service plan (IFSP), or service plan.  

3.2 Population Status

The “Pop” column in the header and data records is coded as follows: 

M - Mandatory, this field must always be populated 

A - This field is populated in accordance with table 1.2-1 

O - Optional, data in this field is optional

4.0 LEA READING/LANGUAGE ARTS PROFICIENCY TARGET STATUS FILE
This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the LEA Reading/Language Arts Proficiency Target Status File.  The file type is specified in the header record. 

4.1 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
