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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Neglected or Delinquent (N or D) Long Term Tables (State Agencies), ID# 672, and Neglected or Delinquent (N or D) Long Term Tables (LEAs), ID# 671. The definition for these data groups are in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2–1.

A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data in this file specification is currently collected in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part II which is legislatively supported by Sections 9302 and 9303 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2006–07 File Specifications

Not applicable.  This is a new file specification for SY 2007–08.
Neglected or Delinquent - Long Term Specifications (N/X135) collects data that was previously collected in N/X125 and N/X113.

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification is used to collect the number of long term students served by Title I, Part D, Subpart 1 and Subpart 2.  Long term is defined as students who were enrolled for at least 90 consecutive calendar days from July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.

See below for additional guidance concerning this file:  

What is the reporting period of this file?

The reporting period for this file is July 1 through June 30.

What education units should be included in this file?
At the State level, report all long-term students served by Subpart 1 subgrantees. At the LEA level, include all LEAs that were open during the reporting period and were a 
Title I, Part D, Subpart 2 subgrantee.
What education units should not be included in this file?
At the LEA level, do not submit LEAs that were not Title I, Part D, Subpart 2 subgrantees.
Why does the file specification collect different data at the SEA and LEA level?

The SEA level of this file collects information on Subpart 1 Title I, Part D while the LEA level collects information on Subpart 2 of Title I, Part D.  The main difference between the two is in the program types available at both levels.  Subpart 1 has a permitted value for Adult Correction while Subpart 2 has a permitted value for At-Risk programs.
What is the difference between Subpart 1 and Subpart 2?

The Part D, Subpart 1, State Agency Neglected or Delinquent (N or D) program provides formula grants to SEAs for supplementary education services to help provide education continuity for children and youths in state-run institutions for juveniles and in  adult correctional institutions so that these youths can make successful transitions to school or employment once they are released. Funds are allocated by formula to SEAs, which make subgrants to the state agencies responsible for educating N or D children and youths. 
The Subpart 2 Local Education Agency Program requires each SEA to reserve from its Title I, Part A allocation, funds generated by the number of children in locally operated institutions for delinquent youths. Subgrants are awarded to LEAs with high proportions of youths in local correctional facilities to support dropout prevention programs for at-risk youths.
Should SEA and LEA level data match?

No.  The SEA and LEA levels of this file count two different populations of students.  The SEA level of the file only tracks students served by Subpart 1.  These students are served in agencies that are run by the state.  

The LEA level of the file only tracks students served by Subpart 2.  These students are in locally operated institutions for delinquent youths.
Is the Student Count duplicated or unduplicated?

The data are duplicated because each student should have data for each academic subject. In addition, category sets A and B include the data category N or D Program (Subpart 1) or (Subpart 2). These data may be duplicated because a student could be in more than one N or D program. However, for each academic subject and N or D program, the data should be unduplicated.
In Category Set B what should I do if a student was tested multiple times?

Report only information on a student’s most recent testing data.  Students who were pre-tested prior to July 1, 2007, may be included if their post-test was administered during the reporting year.  Students who were post-tested after the reporting year ended should be counted in the following year.
What if my state has zero counts?

SEA level - Zero counts are not required to be submitted in the details, category sets and/or total.
LEA level - Zero counts are not required.  

What if my state has missing data?

SEA level submission - Submit data when the data are available.  Note in your state submission plan if the data by one of the category sets are determined not to be available to submit.

LEA level submission 

· If all counts for an LEA are missing, the LEA can be left out of the file.  In your state’s submission plan, include the LEA in the count of LEAs expected to submit the data.  The records for that LEA should be submitted when data are available.

· If counts are missing for one of the category sets but not for other(s), submit the data you have.  Missing counts (-1) can be left out of the file.  The file can be resubmitted with all the category sets when the data are available.

What if I have some LEAs that have complete category sets and some have incomplete?  

Missing some of the data for some of the LEAs that results in incomplete category sets (e.g. don’t have pretest results) are treated as the entire category set is missing.  ESS does not allow some LEAs to submit incomplete category sets while other LEAs) submit complete category sets.  

What if my state cannot differentiate between Juvenile Detention and Juvenile Correction programs?
For purposes of this file, Juvenile Detention and Juvenile Correction can be combined into Juvenile Correction under the Neglected or Delinquent Program Type category.  If your state chooses to do this please include a comment in the explanation field.
Does Category Set B collect data on all Long -term N or D students?
Category Set B is a subset of Category Set A.  Report only those long-term students who took a pre-test. 
Do any other file specifications collect similar data?

This file specification collects data on youths who were in programs for 90 days or longer.  It is a subset of N/X119 and N/X127 which collects data on all Neglected, Delinquent or at risk youth.  More information on the relationship between these files can be found in the SY 2007-08 EDFacts Workbook.
2.1 Definitions
Use the following definitions for the data in this file:

Neglected or Delinquent Program Type
For Neglected or Delinquent Program Type, use the definitions listed below:

· Neglected Programs: An institution for neglected children and youth is a public or private residential facility, other than a foster home, that is operated primarily for the care of children who have been committed to the institution or voluntarily placed under applicable State law due to abandonment, neglect, or death of their parents or guardians.

· Juvenile Detention Facilities: Detention facilities are shorter term institutions that provide care to children who require secure custody pending court adjudication, court disposition, or execution of a court order, or care to children after commitment.  Juvenile Detention Facilities can be reported separately, or combined with Juvenile Corrections in the Juvenile Corrections category.
· Juvenile Corrections: An institution for delinquent children and youth is a public or private residential facility other than a foster home that is operated for the care of children and youth who have been adjudicated delinquent or in need of supervision. Include any programs serving adjudicated youth (including non–secure facilities and group homes) in this category. This count of Juvenile Corrections can include Juvenile Detention Facilities.
· Adult Corrections: An adult correctional institution is a facility in which persons, including persons 21 and under, are confined as a result of conviction for a criminal offense.  Adult Corrections is only a permitted value at the SEA level.
· At Risk: Programs operated (through LEAs) that target students who are at risk of academic failure, have a drug or alcohol problem, are pregnant or parenting, have been in contact with the juvenile justice system in the past, are at least 1 year behind the expected age/grade level, have limited English proficiency, are gang members, have dropped out of school in the past, or have a high absenteeism rate at school.  At-risk programs are only collected at the LEA level.
· Other Programs:  Any other programs, not defined above, which receive Title I, Part D funds and serve non–adjudicated children and youth.

2.2 Number Format

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:
· “Total Records in File” in the Header
· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
· “Count” fields in the Data Record (i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count.)
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Neglected or Delinquent Long Term file submissions:
