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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: MEP Services Table, ID# 684.  The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.

The data in this file specification is currently collected in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part II which is legislatively supported by Sections 9302 and 9303 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.
A separate document contains the XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2006–07 File Specifications

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification collects the number of participating migrant children who receive services funded by MEP.
What is the reporting period for this file?

The reporting period for this file is the Migrant program year, 9/1/2007 – 8/31/2008.

What education units should be included in this file?
Include your SEA if the state has MEP programs operated under Title 1, Part C.

What education units should not be included in this file?
If your state does not have MEP programs operated under Title 1, Part C you do not have to submit this file.  If this is the case please update your submission plan and include this reason in your comments.
Is the student count duplicated or unduplicated?

For each session type and service, count participating migrant students only once regardless of the number of times the student received a service intervention.  For example, 
· Student A receives daily instructional services in a MEP program during the regular school year.  Student B receives weekly instructional services in a MEP program during the regular school year.  Both A and B are counted once when reporting the number of students receiving instructional services for the MEP program during the regular school year.

· Student C received instructional services in a MEP program during the regular school year but did not receive such services during the summer/intersession.  Student D received instructional services in a MEP program during both the regular school year and the summer/intersession.  Student C is counted once when reporting the number of students receiving instructional services for the MEP program during the regular school year.  Student D is counted once for both the MEP program during the regular school year and the summer/intersession program.
· Student E receives both instructional services and support services during the regular school year but no services during the summer/intersession.  For the regular school year, student E is counted once for instructional services and once for support services.  

While students are counted only once for each session type and service, math, reading and high school credit accrual services are counted with instructional services and separately.  Also, counseling services are counted with support services and separately.  For example, 

· Student F received instructional services in math from a teacher.  Student F would also be counted under both instructional services and math instruction.

· Student G received instructional services in math from a paraprofessional.  Student G is counted under only instructional services.  Math instruction includes only math instruction when provided by a teacher.

How services are counted is explained further under the question “How are services reported.”

Who are participating migrant children?
Children who participate in Migrant Education Programs (MEP) under Title 1, Part C including those served under continuation of services authority.  Participating migrant children include:

· Children who received instructional or support services funded in whole or in part with MEP funds.  

· Children who received a MEP-funded service, even those children who continued to receive services (1) during the term their eligibility ended, (2) for one additional school year after their eligibility ended, if comparable services were not available through other programs, and (3) in secondary school after their eligibility ended, and served through credit accrual programs until graduation (e.g., children served under the continuation of services authority, Section 1304(e)(1–3)).

Participating migrant children does not include:

· Children who were served through a Title I SWP where MEP funds were consolidated with those of other programs. 

What are services? 

Services XE "Services"  are a subset of all allowable activities that the MEP can provide through its programs and projects.  Services are those educational or educationally related activities that: (1) directly benefit a migrant child; (2) address a need of a migrant child consistent with the SEA’s comprehensive needs XE "Needs"  assessment XE "Comprehensive Needs Assessment" 

 XE "Needs Assessment" 

 XE "Assessment"  and service delivery plan XE "Service Delivery Plan" ; (3) are grounded in scientifically based research or, in the case of support services XE "Support Services" , are a generally accepted practice; and (4) are designed to enable the program to meet its measurable outcomes XE "Measurable Outcomes"  and contribute to the achievement XE "Achievement"  of the State’s performance targets XE "Performance Targets" . 
Activities related to identification and recruitment XE "Identification And Recruitment" 

 XE "Recruitment"  activities, parental involvement XE "Parental Involvement" , program evaluation XE "Evaluation" , professional development XE "Professional Development" , or administration XE "Administration"  of the programs are examples of allowable activities XE "Allowable Activities"  that are NOT considered services XE "Services" .  Other examples of an allowable activity that would not be considered a service would be the one-time act of providing instructional packets to a child or family, and handing out leaflets to migrant families on available reading programs as part of an effort to increase the reading skills of migrant children.  Although these are allowable activities, they are not services because they do not meet all of the criteria above. XE "Performance Targets"   
How are services reported?

Services are reporting using the following permitted values:
· Instructional services – The unduplicated number of participating migrant children who received any type of MEP funded instructional services.  Include children who received instructional services provided by either a teacher or a paraprofessional.

· Reading instruction – The unduplicated number of participating migrant children who received reading instruction provided by a teacher.  Do not include reading instruction provided by a paraprofessional.  These children would also be counted as receiving instructional services.

· Math instruction – The unduplicated number of participating migrant children who received math instruction provided by a teacher.  Do not include reading instruction provided by a paraprofessional.  These children would also be counted as receiving instructional services.

· High school credit accrual
 – The unduplicated number of participating migrant children who received high school credit accrual provided by a teacher.  Do not include reading instruction provided by a paraprofessional.  Only students in grades 9, 10, 11, 12, ungraded or out of school can be counted as receiving high school credit accrual services. These children would also be counted as receiving instructional services.

· Support services
 – The unduplicated number of participating migrant children who received any MEP funded support service.

· Counseling services
 – The unduplicated number of participating migrant children who received counseling services.  These children would also be counted as receiving support services.

· Referral services – The unduplicated number of participating migrant children who received an educational or educationally related service funded by another non-MEP program/organization that they would not otherwise received without efforts supported by MEP funds.  Include children who were served by referred services regardless of whether the student received other MEP funded services (i.e. students who received only referral services).  Do not include children who were referred but received no services.
How do I report data by age/grade?
Report children in the highest age/grade that they attained during the reporting period.  For example, a child who turns 3 during the reporting period would only be reported as “Age 3 through 5 (not Kindergarten).” 
What if my state has zero counts?

Zero counts must be included for the detail in the category sets.  

What if my state has missing data?

Submit the data when the data are available.  Note in your state’s submission plan if some of the data are determined not to be available to submit.

Do any other file specifications collect similar data?

Data are collected on students eligible for funding and for students served under the migrant student program. Unduplicated counts are also collected by timeframe: regular school year, summer session and 12 months. The best way to understand the data on migrant students is the following matrix.

2.1 Definitions

Participating Migrant Children - Children who participate in Migrant Education Programs (MEP) under Title 1, Part C including those served under continuation of services authority.

Counseling Services

Services to help a student to better identify and enhance his or her educational, personal, or occupational potential; relate his or her abilities, emotions, and aptitudes to educational and career opportunities; utilize his or her abilities in formulating realistic plans; and achieve satisfying personal and social development. These activities take place between one or more counselors and one or more students as counselees, between students and students, and between counselors and other staff members.  The services can also help the child address life problems or personal crisis that result from the culture of migrancy.

High School Credit Accrual
 Instruction in courses that accrue credits needed for high school graduation provided by a teacher for students on a regular or systematic basis, usually for a predetermined period of time.  High school credit accrual includes correspondence courses taken by a student under the supervision of a teacher.
Out of School

Out of school means youth up through age 21 who are entitled to a free public education in the State but are not currently enrolled in a K-12 institution.  This could include students who have dropped out of school, youth who are working on a GED outside of a K-12 institution, and youth who are “here-to-work” only.  It does not include preschoolers.

Support Services

These MEP-funded services include, but are not limited to, health, nutrition, counseling, and social services for migrant families; necessary educational supplies, and transportation. The one-time act of providing instructional or informational packets to a child or family does not constitute a support service. 
Ungraded
Ungraded means the children are served in an educational unit that has no separate grades.  For example, some schools have primary grade groupings that are not traditionally graded, or ungraded groupings for children with learning disabilities.  In some cases, ungraded students may also include special education children, transitional bilingual students, students working on a GED through a K-12 institution
, or those in a correctional setting.
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for MEP Services file submissions:

4.0 SEA MEP SERVICES FILE
This section describes the fixed file and delimited file specifications used to transmit information pertaining to the SEA MEP Services File.  The file type is specified in the header record.

4.1 Header Record Definition

The header record is required and is the first record in every file submitted to the EDEN Submission System.  The purpose of the header record is to provide information as to the file type, number of Data Records in the file, file name, file identifier, and file reporting period.
