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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE 

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Exiting Special Education Table, ID# 85.  The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.  
The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through Table 4 “Report of Children with Disabilities Exiting Special Education” as reauthorized by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA ‘04).  

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the file naming convention for Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Exiting Special Education transmittal file submissions:

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects the number of children who exited special education between July 1, 2006 and June 30, 2007.  Only children who were in special education at the start of the reporting period but not in special education at the end of the reporting period should be included.

This file is due by November 1, 2007.  Remember that these data are to be final.  Please do not submit preliminary or placeholder data to meet the submission deadline.  

Data reported for the other rows of data in table 1.2.1 [row 2 by basis of exit and race/ethnicity, row 3 by basis of exit and sex, and row 4 by basis of exit and LEP status (both)] should include ONLY children ages 14 through 21.

1.3 Definitions

Age – The age of the student should reflect his/her age in years on the data of the most recent child count prior to the child’s exiting, not that age at the time of exit.  Programs under IDEA are managed based on the age of the student, whereas, other programs are often managed based on the grade level of the student.

Disability Category (IDEA) – IDEA lists 13 disability categories.  For exiting data, the disability category “developmental delay” is not used.  Developmental Delay is only a permitted value for children ages 3-9.

Transferred to regular education – These students were served in special education at the start of the reporting period, but at some point during that 12-month period, returned to regular education. These students no longer have an IEP and are receiving all of their educational services from a regular education program.

Graduated with regular high school diploma – These students exited an educational program through receipt of a high school diploma identical to that for which students without disabilities are eligible.  These students met the same standards for graduation as those for students without disabilities.  This includes GED recipients when the state allows the students to receive a GED without dropping out of school (the students are jointly enrolled in secondary education and a GED program).

Received a certificate – These students exited an educational program and received a certificate of completion, modified diploma, or some similar document.  This includes students who received a high school diploma, but did not meet the same standards for graduation as those for students without disabilities.

Reached maximum age – These students exited special education because of reaching the maximum age for receipt of special education services.  This includes students who reached the maximum age and did not receive a diploma.

Moved, known to be continuing – These students moved out of the catchment area or otherwise transferred to another district and are KNOWN to be continuing in an educational program.  There doesn’t need to be evidence that the students are continuing in special education only that the students are continuing in an educational program.  This includes students who are in residential drug/alcohol rehabilitation centers, correctional facilities, or charter schools if those facilities operated as separate districts, excluding normal matriculation.

Dropped out – These students were enrolled at the start of the reporting period but were not enrolled at the end of the reporting period and did not exit special education through any of the other means.  This includes dropouts, runaways, GED recipients, expulsions, status unknown, students who moved but are not known to be continuing in another educational program, and other exiters from special education.  Note:  In States where students may receive a GED without dropping out of school, these students may be reported as graduating with a diploma. These are students who were jointly enrolled in secondary education and a GED program.  In all other cases, GED recipients should be reported as dropped out
Race/ethnicity – For this data collection, the five permitted values from Directive 15 are used for race/ethnicity.  “Multiracial” and race/ethnicities beyond the five in Directive 15 are not included in the permitted values.  If your state uses values for race/ethnicity not included in Directive 15 and those values cannot be cross–walked to the five permitted values in Directive 15, then those students are not reported in the detailed records; however, include those students in the grand total.

Children with Disabilities (IDEA) - Children having mental retardation, hearing impairment including deafness, speech or language impairment, visual impairment including blindness, serious emotional disturbance (hereafter referred to as emotional disturbance), orthopedic impairment, autism, traumatic brain injury, other health impairment, specific learning disability, deaf-blindness, or multiple disabilities, and who, by reason thereof, receive special education and related services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) according to an individualized education program (IEP), individual family service plan (IFSP), or service plan. 

1.4 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.
