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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Dropout, ID# 326. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.  

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook. The data collected through this file specification is intended to supply Dropout data to the NonFiscal Surveys of the Common Core of Data (CCD).  This data is also used by many other U.S. Department of Education program offices.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

· SEA

· LEA – for any LEA that has any grade 7 through graduation level

· School – for any school that has any grade 7 through graduation level

Records for the LEAs and Schools need only include those grade levels offered at the LEA or School.  For example, if the highest grade at a School is 8th, the record for that School does not need to include grades 9th through 12th.

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the sub-totals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the State.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Dropout file submissions:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification collects the dropout count for the 2006-07 school year.  This student count is cumulative for the school year (including the subsequent summer) and is unduplicated. Each student is counted individually (no full-time equivalency).

The instructions for completing the CCD Nonfiscal Survey can be used as a general reference for this data, with one major exception (the CCD collection cycle for previous school years does not apply to EDFacts).

A dropout is defined as a student who:

· was enrolled in school at some time during the school year and was not enrolled on October 1 of the following school year, or 

· was not enrolled on October 1 of the school year although expected to be in membership (i.e., was not reported as a dropout the year before), and 

· has not graduated from high school or completed a state or district-approved educational program, and 

· did not meet any of the following exclusionary conditions:  

1. transfer to another public school district, private school, or state- or district-approved educational program; 
2. temporary school-recognized absence due to suspension or illness; or 
3. death.
GRADE LEVEL (DROPOUT)

Report the grade level or primary instructional level at which students decided to leave school before graduating. Grade classifications, grades 7 through 12, not the student’s age, are used to report dropouts. Ungraded dropouts should be assigned to the grade most appropriate to their age. If a grade level is served but there were no dropouts, enter a 0 (zero). 

RACE/ETHNICITY

For this data collection, the five permitted values from Directive 15 are used for race/ethnicity.  “Multiracial” and race/ethnicities beyond the five in Directive 15 are not included in the permitted values for race/ethnicity.  If your state uses values for race/ethnicity not included in Directive 15 and those values can not be cross-walked to the five permitted values in Directive 15, then those students are not reported in the detailed records; however, include those students in the subtotal and the grand total.

HOMELESS STATUS

Students who have been identified as being homeless and served by a McKinney Vento sub grant.  

LIMITED ENGLISH PROFICIENT (LEP) STATUS (ONLY)

This status is used only when students with LEP status need to be included.  In coordination with the State’s definition based on Title 9 of ESEA, students:

(A) who are aged 3 through 21;

(B) Who are enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or a secondary school;

(C ) (Who are i, ii, or iii)              

(i) who were not born in the United States or whose native languages are  languages other than English;

(ii) (Who are I and II)

(I) who are a Native American or Alaska Native, or a native resident of the outlying areas; and 

(II) who come from an environment where languages other than English have a significant impact on their level of language proficiency; or

(iii) who are migratory, whose native language are languages other than English, and who come from an environment where languages other than English is dominant; and

(D) whose difficulties in speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language may be sufficient to deny the individuals  (who are denied i or ii or iii)

(i) the ability to meet the State’s proficient level of achievement on State assessments described in section 111(b)(3);

(ii) the ability to successfully achieve in classrooms where the language of instruction is English; or

(iii) the opportunity to participate fully in society.

To be classified as limited English proficient, an individual must be A, B, C, and D. For C, an individual can be i, ii, or iii. If C-ii, the individual must be I and II. For D, an individual must be denied i or ii or iii.
   

“NUMBER” FIELDS

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:

· “Total Records in File” in the Header

· “File Record Number” in the Data Record

· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Student Count

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Race/Ethnicity, Grade Level, etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a sub-total or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.

6.0 SCHOOL METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the School has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the school that corresponds to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Race/Ethnicity, Grade Level, etc), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a sub-total or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values that is being submitted.

6.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
