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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: Federal Programs Offered Table, ID # 470; and Federal Programs Funding Allocation Table, ID # 547.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

The data in this file specification is currently collected by the GEPA collection of financial data.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2005-06 File Specifications

There have been significant changes to this file specification:

· Deleted data group 616 – Transfer Funds Indicator from the LEA record layout.  This data group is now 663 – Transfer Funds Table and has been moved to file specification N/X120 – Transfer Funds.

· Deleted data group 60 – Federal Programs Participation.

· Changed the data group name for data group 547 - Federal Funding Allocation Table to Federal Programs Funding Allocation Table.  
· Added Explanation Attribute to the FEDERALPROGRAM Element.

This data group is submitted at the following levels:  

· SEA

· LEA – for any LEA receiving Federal education funds under any of the codes listed in Appendix A-2.

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Federal Programs transmittal file submissions:

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects data about federal programs for the school year in terms of those programs that are offered and those that are funded through State-Administered Program grants.. Any valid Federal Program (CFDA) Code may be submitted at the SEA or LEA level.  

Appendix A–1 shows all of the applicable CFDA Codes related to U.S. Department of Education elementary and secondary education (PK through 12) programs.  Many of these programs are direct Federal grants to entities other than the SEA.  Therefore, Appendix A–2 shows a subset of those CFDA Codes just for State–Administered Program grants.  The Full Dollar Amount data element only needs to be reported for this subset of CFDA codes, where they apply to a specific LEA. At the SEA level, the full dollar amount is the amount retained by the SEA for state level administrative overhead.

For data group #470, Federal Program Offered Table, the SEA only needs to list the CFDA code to show programs offered in that LEA.  If there is no federal funding provided at the LEA level, the funding allocation dollar amount is zero.  

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. This applies to the following fields:

· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count

· “Full Dollar Amount” in the Data Record

1.3 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element: name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute: name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value: name of the category.

· Char: the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments: definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values: disaggregated values for data elements.

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into two (2) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects. The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted. The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric. In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Race/Ethnicity, Grade Level, etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a sub-total or grand total. The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

1.4 Category XML Object

There is no category XML Object for Federal Programs because there are no categories.

1.5 Table Type XML Object

The Table Type XML Object is used to define the type and value of the count.  It may contain category XML objects to define additional characteristics.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
