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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 Purpose

This document contains instructions for building fixed and delimited files to submit EDEN Data Group: Elementary Classes by Teacher Quality Status Table, ID # 381.  The Consolidated State Performance Report, which is legislatively supported by Sections 9302 and 9303 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, uses this EDEN data group.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Workbook.

1.2 Requirements for submitting this Data Group

This data group is submitted at the following levels:  

· SEA

· LEA

· School

Teachers of grades offered at the middle school level are included in this file if they are not departmentalized.  If the teachers of grades offered at the middle school level are departmentalized, the teachers should not be included in this file and instead be included in N or X 064 Secondary Classes by Teacher Quality Status.

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the sub-totals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

2.0 File Naming Convention

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Elementary Classes by Teacher Quality Status transmittal file submissions:

3.0 Guidance for Submitting this File

· How should States count teachers in self-contained elementary classes? Teachers in self-contained elementary classes should be counted once to avoid over-duplication of classes at the elementary level.

· How should States count specialists or resource teachers at the elementary level? In many schools, students receive instruction in a self-contained classroom for a significant portion of the day.  However, elementary students may also receive instruction in the core academic areas from special area or resource teachers during the instructional day or week.  Since the Department is collecting data on the number of classes taught by highly qualified teachers, counting each incidence of instruction from these teachers could over-count teachers and skew the highly qualified teacher data at the elementary level.  To avoid this duplication of counts, report the area specialist or resource teachers once for each subject he or she is teaching.

· Subtotals and grand totals must be equal to or greater than the sum of their parts.  If the subtotal or grand total is less than the sum of their parts, a Data Error will be issued.

· The sum of highly qualified and not highly qualified teachers does not equal to the sum of all teachers.  This designation is only assigned to a sub-set of the teaching staff that teaches in specific academic subject areas, which could leave some teachers out of the overall sum of teachers.

3.1 Application of Zero, Missing and Not Collected

Missing and not collected are not permitted values for “qualification status (teachers)” because the file should not be submitted if this information is not available.
3.2 XML Specification Headings
The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.
