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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook, EDFacts Business Rules Guide and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE 

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Groups: MEP Personnel (Head Count) Table, ID# 625; MEP Personnel (FTE) Table, ID# 515; Title I TAS Staff Funded (FTE) Table, ID# 550.

The data in this file specification is currently collected by the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part II.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
1.1 Changes from the SY 2006-07 File Specifications
There have changes to this file specification that resulted in changes to the record layout.

· Modified the definition of data group 550 - Title I TAS Staff Funded (FTE).

· Discontinued the collection of data groups 515 - MEP Personnel (FTE) and 625 -MEP Personnel (Headcount) for reporting level LEA.

· Corrected the reporting period of data groups 515 - MEP Personnel (FTE) and 625 -MEP Personnel (Headcount) from "school year" to "program year of September 1 through August 31."

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects cumulative counts of MEP and Title I staff data for the school year. Three tables should be built, one for MEP Personnel (Headcount), one for the MEP Personnel (FTE), and one for Title I TAS Funded. The differences are:

· Table Name – The table name for MEP Personnel (Headcount) is MEPERS; the table name for the MEP Personnel (FTE) is MEPFTE; the table name for Title I TAS Funded is TITLEISTFTASFD.

· Reporting Level – The MEP staff tables are only reported at the SEA level. The Title I TAS staff table is only applicable for those LEAs that have a Title I targeted assistance program. 
· Staff Category – The values for Staff Category are unique for MEP and Title I (e.g., on the MEPERS table choose from the MEP choices, and on the TITLEISTFTASFD Title I table choose from the Title I choices). 
· MEP Session Type – The user should choose from the MEP Session Type choices for the MEPERS or MEPFTE table, and leave this field blank for the TITLEISTFTASFD table (see examples).

Additional guidance is below:

What is the reporting period of this file?

For data group 550, Title I TAS Staff Funded (FTE) Table, the reporting period is school year. For data groups 515, MEP Personnel (FTE), and 625, MEP Personnel (Headcount), the reporting period is the program year of September 1, 2007 through August 31, 2008.
What education units should be included in this file?
At the LEA level report all districts with a Title I targeted assistance program.
What education units should not be included in this file?
LEAs that do not have a Title I targeted assistance program do not have to be submitted.

How is the Staff Count unduplicated?

For the MEP headcount, report data at the state level only, count each MEP staff once regardless of how many projects or programs they worked in and regardless of whether they were full or part time.

For the MEP and Title I FTE, report data based on full time equivalent.

Is the staff count category a decimal or a whole number?

For FTE counts, decimal numbers may be entered to a precision of one hundredth (e.g., 0.01) in the MEPFTE and TITLEISTFTASFD tables. Only integers may be used for the headcount (MEPERS table). 
What if my state has zero counts?

SEA level submission – Zero counts must be included for the category sets.
LEA level submissions – Zero counts are not required.

How should I handle Missing data?

SEA level submissions – Submit data when data are available. If you determine that one or more of the data groups are not available, note in your state’s submission plan which data groups data will not be included in the file. For example, if your state does not have accurate data on MEP headcount, note in your state’s submission plan that data will not be submitted for data group ID# 625.

LEA level submissions – If counts for an LEA are missing, the LEA can be left out of the file. In your state’s submission plan, include the LEA in the count of LEAs expected to submit the data. The records for that LEA should be submitted when data are available.

Do any other file specifications collect similar data?

N/X059 collects FTE data on staff for the Common Core of Data. This file collects FTE and Headcount data for the MEP and Title I programs.

Title I TAS staff counts specific guidance

Which staff are included?

Include only staff for targeted assistance programs (TAS). Do not include staff for school wide programs.

How are administrators and supervisors who serve both TAS and school wide programs report?

For administrators and supervisors who service both TAS and schoolwide programs, report the FTE attributable to their TAS duties only.

What permitted values are used to report staff?

The following permitted values are used to report staff for Title I:

· Title I Teachers 

· Title I academic paraprofessionals - An “academic paraprofessional”
 for Title I purposes is an employee of an LEA who provides instructional support in a program supported with Title I, Part A funds. Instructional support includes the following activities:

(1) Providing one–on–one tutoring for eligible students, if the tutoring is scheduled at a time when a student would not otherwise receive instruction from a teacher; 

(2) Providing assistance with classroom management, such as organizing instructional and other materials;

(3) Providing assistance in a computer laboratory;

(4) Conducting parental involvement activities;

(5) Providing support in a library or media center;

(6) Acting as a translator; or

(7) Providing instructional services to students.

· Other paraprofessionals – Paraprofessionals who do not provide instructional support, for example, paraprofessionals who are translators or who work with parental involvement or computer assistance. Only staff that meet this “other paraprofessionals” definition need to be reported in the Title I Other Staff (TITO) EDFacts category.

· Clerical support staff 

· Administrators (non-clerical)

Migrant Education Program staff counts specific guidance

Which staff are included?

Include only staff for MEP programs. Do not include staff employed in schoolwide programs that combine MEP funds/services with those of other programs.

What permitted values are used to report staff?

The following permitted values are used to report staff for MEP.

· MEP State Director – The MEP State Director is the manager within the SEA who administers the MEP on a statewide basis. 

· MEP Teacher – A classroom instructor who is licensed and meets any other teaching requirements in the State.
· MEP Counselor – A professional staff member who guides individuals, families, groups, and communities by assisting them in problem–solving, decision–making, discovering meaning, and articulating goals related to personal, educational, and career development.

· MEP Paraprofessional – An individual who: 
(1) provides one–on–one tutoring if such tutoring is scheduled at a time when a student would not otherwise receive instruction from a teacher;
(2) assists with classroom management, such as organizing instructional and other materials; 
(3) provides instructional assistance in a computer laboratory; 
(4) conducts parental involvement activities;
(5) provides support in a library or media center;
(6) acts as a translator; or
(7) provides instructional support services under the direct supervision of a teacher (Title I, Section 1119(g)(2)).


Because a paraprofessional provides instructional support, he/she should not be providing planned direct instruction or introducing to students new skills, concepts, or academic content. Individuals who work in food services, cafeteria or playground supervision, personal care services, non–instructional computer assistance, and similar positions are not considered paraprofessionals under Title I.

· MEP Recruiter – A staff person responsible for identifying and recruiting children as eligible for the MEP and documenting their eligibility on the Certificate of Eligibility.

· MEP Records Transfer Staff – An individual who is responsible for entering, retrieving, or sending student records from or to another school or student records system.

How is FTE calculated for the state MEP director?

For the State director – Use the number of days worked for the MEP. To do so, first define how many full–time days constitute one FTE for the State director in your State for the reporting period (program year). To calculate the FTE number to report, sum the total days the State director worked for the MEP during the reporting period and divide this sum by the number of full–time days that constitute one FTE in the reporting period.
How is FTE calculated for other MEP staff?

The FTE of other MEP staff may be calculated using one of two methods:
(1) To calculate the FTE, in each job category, sum the percentage of time that staff were funded by the MEP and enter the total FTE for that category. 
(2) Calculate the FTE using the number of days worked. To do so, first define how many full–time days constitute one FTE for each job classification in your State for each term. (For example, one regular–term FTE may equal 180 full–time (8 hour) work days; one summer term FTE may equal 30 full–time work days; or one intersession FTE may equal 45 full–time work days split between three 15–day non–contiguous blocks throughout the year.) To calculate the FTE number to report, sum the total days the individuals worked in a particular job classification for a term and divide this sum by the number of full–time days that constitute one FTE in that term.
3.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Federally Funded Staff file submissions:

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Staff Category (MEP), MEP Session Type, etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be one or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.

5.4 File Transmit XML Object

The file transmit object identifies the metric group being transmitted.  It also identifies whether the metric group is at the State Agency, LEA or school level.  Further, each metric group has an allowable set of Table Types, categories, and category values that correspond to a particular reporting period.  This section defines the various file transmit objects and valid metric combinations at the LEA level.
