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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE 
This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDEN Data Group: Children Involved with Firearms Table, ID# 596.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Workbook.”

This data group is intended to provide part of the data required under the Gun-Free Schools Act Report as required by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), Title IV, Part A, Subpart 3, as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.

1.1 Changes from 03-04 and 04-05 File Specifications

There have been no changes to the record layout used in this file specification.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following levels:

· SEA

· LEA – for all LEAs receiving Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) funds.

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the sub-totals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Children Involved with Firearms transmittal file submissions:

GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file only reports students, not incidents.  Firearm incidents are reported in the related file X094 – Firearm Incidents XML Specifications.  

Indicate all students in your State who were found to have brought a firearm to school or possessed a firearm at school during the school year.  Any student found to have brought or possessed a firearm at school should be reported in this file, even if the expulsion is shortened or no penalty is imposed.  A firearm, other than a handgun, rifle, or shotgun, is defined under 18 U.S.C. 921.  That definition is provided under the “Other” value under Weapon Type.  

If the same student is involved in more than one incident that involves bringing or possessing a firearm at school, report that student once in each table of this file with the most severe result for that student or the most applicable Weapon Type value for all incidents.

The Gun Free Act requires a one year expulsion for bringing a firearm to a school: Permitted value - Expulsion not modified/no alternative placement (EXPNOTMODNOALT).

Any student covered by the provisions of IDEA who brought a firearm to school or possessed a firearm at school should also be included, even if it is determined that the incident is a manifestation of the student’s disability.

If the act is a manifestation of a disability, then the expulsion can be modified under IDEA: Permitted value - Expulsion modified because of IDEA (EXPMODIDEA).  This permitted value assumes that alternative placement is provided because under IDEA children with disabilities are required to be provided services. In some circumstances, the one year expulsion can be shorted for reasons other than IDEA: Permitted value - Expulsion modified not because of IDEA (EXPNOTMODIDEA). During an expulsion (one year or shorten), an IDEA student must be provided with services (alternative placement).  Non-IDEA students can be provided services (alternative placement).

If under a full one year expulsion, alterative services are provided regardless of whether the student is covered under IDEA or not: Permitted value - Expulsion with alternative placement (EXPALT).

If under a modified expulsion for reasons other than IDEA, alternative services are provided: Permitted value - Expulsion modified/alternative placement (EXPMODALT).

If an SEA cannot distinguish between modifications of expulsion of students covered by IDEA resulting from IDEA and resulting from other reasons, the modified expulsions of these students should be reported as modified because of IDEA (EXPMODIDEA).

In some cases, there is no expulsion because the student was removed for other reasons: Permitted Value - Removal for other reason (such as death, withdrawal, or incarceration).
While it should be rare, other disciplinary action may be taken: Permitted Value - Other disciplinary action (OTHERDISACTION). In even rarer cases, no disciplinary action is taken: Permitted Value - No action taken (NOACTION).

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:
· “Total Records in File” in the Header
· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count

1.3 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:

STATE EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Weapon Type, Firearm Incident), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a sub-total or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

1.4 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.

Note 1:  Other - As defined in 18 USC 921, including any weapon (including a starter gun) which will or is designed to or may readily be converted to expel a projectile by the action of any explosive; the frame or receiver of handguns and rifles/shotguns; any firearm muffler or firearm silencer; any destructive device, which includes (a) any explosive, incendiary, or poison gas (1) bomb, (2) grenade, (3) rocket having a propellant charge of more than four ounces, (4) missile having an explosive or incendiary charge of more than one quarter ounce, (5) mine, or (6) similar device; (b) any weapon which will, or which may be readily converted to, expel a projectile by the action of an explosive or other propellant, and which has any barrel with a bore of more than one-half inch in diameter; (c) any combination or parts either designed or intended for use in converting any device into any destructive device, and from which a destructive device may be readily assembled.
