EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.

1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Early Childhood Tables, ID# 613.  The definition for this data group is in row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through Table 1 “Report of Children with Disabilities Receiving Special Education Under Part B of IDEA” and Table 3 “Part B IDEA Implementation of FAPE Requirements.”  The data collected through this file is also used for the Common Core of Data (CCD).
A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2005-06 File Specifications

There have been significant changes to this file specification.  This file specification incorporates changes from the reauthorization of IDEA (IDEA ’04).  As a result, the permitted values for educational environment have changed.  In addition, the following changes have been made to this file specification:

· Incorporated the standard definition of Children with Disabilities

· Changed previous subtotals category sets 
1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

This data group is submitted at the following levels:  

· SEA

· LEA, for LEAs with early childhood children with disabilities to report.
Reporting by disability category (IDEA), race/ethnicity, sex (membership), and age is required for any State that has transitioned to EDEN-only reporting for IDEA Part B Table 1.  Reporting by these categories is strongly encouraged for any SEA that wants to be considered for EDEN-only reporting beginning with SY 2007–08.

Reporting by race/ethnicity, disability category (IDEA), age (school age), and educational environment (IDEA) (school age) is required for any State that has transitioned to EDEN-only reporting for IDEA Part B Table 3.  Reporting by these categories is strongly encouraged for any SEA that wants to be considered for EDEN- only reporting beginning with SY 2007–08.

Reporting by sex (membership) and LEP Status (both) is required in accordance with IDEA ‘04.  For SY 2005–06, reporting by gender (term changed to “sex” beginning with 2006-07) and LEP status were optional.

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the subtotals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the cell indicates that the cell must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Early Childhood transmittal file submissions:

2.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file contains an unduplicated count of the children with disabilities receiving special education and related services according to an individualized education program or service plan ages 3 to 5. As discussed in Section 4.4.1 of the EDFacts Workbook for SY 2006-07, school age counts are submitted using N/X002.  

The data is reported as of the state specified child count date that must be between October 1 and December 1. 

This file is due by February 15, 2006
.  Remember that these data are to be final.  Please do not submit preliminary or placeholder data just to meet the submission deadline.  If data will not submitted by the due date, please contact the Partner Support Center as soon as possible and provide them an explanation of your situation.  
Race/Ethnicity –For the SEA file, all children should be assigned to one of the five race/ethnicity categories. This requirement is different from most EDEN files.  For the LEA file, all children do not have to be assigned to one of the five race/ethnicity categories.  There may be circumstances where the racial/ethnic identity of some of your children is not known.  One method for addressing missing race/ethnicity data is to apply the racial/ethnic distribution of those children whose race/ethnicity is known to the children whose race/ethnicity is unknown.  States should investigate the degree and factors influencing missing racial/ethnic data before estimating race/ethnicity.  

Please note that we are not asking states to assign a race/ethnicity to individual children.  Rather, states are asked to estimate missing racial/ethnic data for aggregate data reporting only.  Only estimate race/ethnicity for multiracial students if individual race/ethnicity data are not available (e.g., an aggregate collection that uses a single multiracial category).  When submitting any data that required the estimation of missing race/ethnicity, states should provide a comment describing the number of children in each reporting category whose race/ethnicity was estimated.

Age (Early Childhood) – Children should be reported according to their discrete age, based upon each child’s age as of the data collection date.

Disability Category (IDEA) – The definitions of the thirteen disability categories are found in section 3.1 Definitions.

The disability category (permitted value) “developmental delay” is optional. States must have defined and established eligibility criteria for developmental delay for children ages 3 through 5.  If the disability category is used by the state, it must be reported.  

Educational Environment (IDEA)
 Early Childhood –Children must be reported based on their placement on the child count date.  

When determining whether to report a child in a regular early childhood program, you must calculate the percentage of time the child spends there. The numerator for this calculation is the amount of time per week the child spends in a regular early childhood program.  The denominator for this calculation is the total number of hours the child spends in a regular early childhood program PLUS any time the child spent receiving special education and related services outside of a regular early childhood program.  The result is multiplied by 100.  Below are the definitions of the permitted codes for this category:

Attending Regular Early Childhood Program–This category is further subdivided by the percentage of time using three categories:

1. In regular early childhood program at least 80% of the time (REC80),

2. In regular early childhood program between 40 and 79% of the time (REC79TO40),

3. In regular early childhood program less than 40% of the time (REC39).

Not Attending a Regular Early Childhood Program –This category is further subdivided by the percentage of time using two categories:

1. Attending a Special Education Program – This is further subdivided into three educational environments: 

a. Separate Class (SC) – Special education program in a class with less than 50% nondisabled children.  Do not include children who also attended a regular early childhood program.  
b. Separate School (SS) - Education programs in public or private day schools designed specifically for children with disabilities.  Do not include children who also attended a regular early childhood program.  

c. Residential Facility (RF) – Publicly or privately operated residential schools or residential medical facilities on an inpatient basis. Do not include children who also attended a regular early childhood program.  
2. Not Attending a Special Education Program – This is further subdivided into two educational environments:

a. Home (H) – Principal residence of the child’s family or caregivers and who did not attend an early childhood program or a special education program provided in a separate class, separate school, or residential facility.  Include children who receive special education both at home and in a service provider location.  The term caregiver includes babysitters.

b. Service Provider Location (SPL) - Special education and related services are delivered by a service provider at the provider’s location.  Child did not attend an early childhood program or a special education program provided in a separate class, separate school, or residential facility.

The data submitted for this file will be subject to consistency checks.  For example, the number of children by disability category (IDEA) submitted for the first category set must equal the number of children by disability category (IDEA) submitted for the second category set.

2.1 Definitions

Children with Disabilities (IDEA)
 - Children having mental retardation, hearing impairment including deafness, speech or language impairment, visual impairment including blindness, serious emotional disturbance (hereafter referred to as emotional disturbance), orthopedic impairment, autism, traumatic brain injury, developmental delay, other health impairment, specific learning disability, deaf-blindness, or multiple disabilities, and who, by reason thereof, receive special education and related services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) according to an individualized education program (IEP) or an individualized family service plan (IFSP).  [Reference – 34 CFR section 300.323(b) of IDEA]

Autism - This refers to a development disability significantly affecting verbal and non-verbal communication and social interaction, generally evident before age 3, that adversely affects educational performance. Other characteristics often associated with autism are engagement in repetitive activities and stereotyped movements, resistance to environmental change or change in daily routines, and unusual responses to sensory experiences. Autism doesn’t apply if a child's educational performance is adversely affected primarily because the child has an emotional disturbance.

Deaf-blindness - This refers to concomitant hearing and visual impairments, the combination of which causes such severe communication and other developmental and educational problems that they cannot be accommodated in special education programs solely for children with blindness or for children with deafness.

Developmental delay - A child with a developmental delay, as defined by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, is a child who is experiencing developmental delays, as defined by your state, and as measured by appropriate diagnostic instruments and procedures in one or more of the following cognitive areas: physical development, cognitive development, communication development, social or emotional development, or adaptive development.

Emotional disturbance - This refers to a condition exhibiting one or more of the following characteristics over a long period of time and to a marked degree, which adversely affects a child’s educational performance: (1) an inability to learn, which cannot be explained by intellectual, sensory, or health factors; (2) an inability to build or maintain satisfactory interpersonal relationships with peers and teachers; (3) inappropriate behavior or feelings under normal circumstances; (4) a general pervasive mood of unhappiness or depression; or (5) a tendency to develop physical symptoms or fears associated with personal or school problems. This term includes schizophrenia.  The term does not apply to children who are socially maladjusted, unless it is determined they have an emotional disturbance.

Hearing impairment - This refers to an impairment in hearing, whether permanent or fluctuating, that adversely affects a child’s educational performance. It also includes a hearing impairment that is so severe that the child is impaired in processing linguistic information through hearing, with or without amplification, that adversely affects a child’s educational performance.

Mental retardation - This refers to significantly sub-average general intellectual functioning, existing concurrently with deficits in adaptive behavior and manifested during the developmental period, which adversely affects a child's educational performance.

Multiple disabilities - This refers to concomitant impairments (such as mental retardation-blindness, mental retardation-orthopedic impairments, etc.) the combination of which causes such severe educational problems that they cannot be accommodated in special education programs solely for one of the impairments. The term does not include deaf-blindness.

Orthopedic impairment - This refers to a severe orthopedic impairment that adversely affects a child's educational performance. The term includes impairments caused by congenital anomaly (e.g., clubfoot, absence of some member, etc.), impairments caused by disease (e.g., poliomyelitis, bone tuberculosis, etc.) and impairments from other causes (e.g., cerebral palsy, amputations, and fractures or burns that cause contractures).

Specific learning disability - This refers to a disability in one or more of the basic psychological processes involved in understanding or using language, spoken or written, which may manifest itself in an imperfect ability to listen, think, speak, read, write, spell, or do mathematical calculations. This term includes such conditions as perceptual disabilities, brain injury, minimal brain dysfunction, dyslexia, and developmental aphasia. The term does not include learning problems that primarily result from visual, hearing, or motor disabilities, of mental retardation, of emotional disturbance, or of environmental, cultural, or economic disadvantage.

Speech or language impairment -This refers to a communication disorder such as stuttering, impaired articulation, a language impairment, or a voice impairment that adversely affects a child’s educational performance.

Traumatic brain injury - This refers to an acquired injury to the brain caused by an external physical force, resulting in total or partial functional disability or psychosocial impairment or both, that adversely affects a child's educational performance. The term applies to open or closed head injuries resulting in impairments in one or more areas, such as cognition; language; memory; attention; reasoning; abstract thinking; judgment; problem-solving; sensory, perceptual, and motor abilities; psychosocial behavior; physical functions; information processing; and speech. The term does not apply to brain injuries that are congenital or degenerative or to brain injuries induced by birth trauma.

Visual impairment - This refers to a visual impairment that, even with correction, adversely affects a child's educational performance. The term includes both partial sight and blindness.

Other health impairment - This refers to having limited strength, vitality, or alertness, due to chronic or acute health problems such as a heart condition, tuberculosis, rheumatic fever, nephritis, asthma, sickle cell anemia, hemophilia, epilepsy, lead poisoning, leukemia or diabetes, which adversely affects a child's educational performance.
2.2 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:

SEA METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Race/Ethnicity, Educational Environment (Early Childhood), etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

2.3 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.

File Transmit XML Object

The file transmit object identifies the metric group being transmitted.  It also identifies whether the metric group is at the SEA or LEA level. LEA METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the LEA has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the LEA that corresponds to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Race/Ethnicity, Educational Environment (Early Childhood), etc), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a subtotal or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values that is being submitted.

2.6 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
