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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 Purpose

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDEN Data Group: Children with Disabilities (IDEA) in Private Schools Not Referred by Public Agencies Tables, ID# 600.  The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through Table 3 Part B IDEA Implementation of FAPE Requirements.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN) Workbook.

1.1 Changes from the 03-04 and 04-05 school year file specification

Not applicable. This is a new file specification for 2005-06.
1.2 Requirements for submitting this Data Group

This data group is submitted at the following levels:  

· SEA

· LEA – Only for LEAs with Children to report.

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the sub-totals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

2.0 File Naming Convention

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Children with Disabilities (IDEA) in Private Schools Not Referred by Public Agency file submissions:

3.0 Guidance for Submitting this File

The children reported through this file specification are also reported in file specifications N089/X089 Children with Disabilities (IDEA) Early Childhood and N002/X002 Children with Disabilities (IDEA).  This file contains a count of all children with disabilities under IDEA ages 3 through 21 who have been enrolled by their parents or guardians in regular parochial or other private schools, and whose basic education is paid through private resources and who receive special education and related services at public expense from a local educational agency or intermediate educational unit under a service plan.  A private institution or school is a school NOT under Federal or public supervision or control and may be non-profit or proprietary.  More information may be found at 34 CFR 300.452.

For the SEA file, all children should be assigned to one of the five race/ethnicity categories. This requirement is different from most EDEN files.  For the LEA file, all children do not have to be assigned to one of the five race/ethnicity categories. 

Reporting by race/ethnicity is required for any State which has transitioned to EDEN only reporting for IDEA Part B in school year 05-06.  Reporting by race/ethnicity is strongly encouraged for any SEA that wants to be considered for EDEN only reporting beginning with school year 06-07.

Reporting by gender and LEP Status is requested in accordance with the reauthorization of IDEA.  For school year 05-06, reporting by gender and LEP status is optional.  If children are reported by gender and/or LEP status, for the SEA file, the total number of children reported must equal the total number of children report by race/ethnicity.  If children are reported by both gender and LEP status, for the LEA file, the total number of children reported by gender must be equal to the number reported by LEP status but does not have to equal the total number of children reported by race/ethnicity. 

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:

4.0 State Education Agency Metric Objects

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the State Agency corresponding to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Race/Ethnicity, Grade Level, etc.), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a sub-total or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
