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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDEN Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.

Several of the data groups included in this file specification fulfill reporting requirements under No Child Left Behind legislation.  Many of these data groups are currently collected through the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR) or the Common Core of Data (CCD).
1.1 Changes from the 03-04 and 04-05 school year file specification

This is a new file specification for 2005-06.  It replaces parts of the file specification used in 2003-2005 named N073 Current Year Status File Specification.  Several elements changed in addition to the reorganization of data:

· For 2005-2006, the old data groups District Operational Status (ID# 16) and School Operational Status (ID # 531) were combined, then split into two non-level specific data groups: Operational Status and Operational Change. Operational Status was incorporated into the Directory file specification so that changes to it could be reported at any time during the year.  Operational Change is included in this file specification.

· The permitted values of Improvement Status changed to more closely align with NCLB requirements.

· Added Shared Time Indicator.  This is the same Shared Time Indicator added to the Common Core of Data (CCD).

· Added Title I District Status.

2.0 File Naming Convention

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for NCLB School Year Start Status transmittal file submissions:

3.0 Guidance for Submitting this File

The following items provide guidance for specific data groups in this file specification:

· For the District Totals, count all Educational Service Districts and School Districts as reported for the Common Core of Data (CCD).

· For School Totals, count any school that was open at the beginning of the school year.

· For Operational Change, use the value Boundary Change if:

· A LEA changed its geographical or administrative boundaries since the last school year, or 

· A school was moved to another LEA or other administrative agency, or

· Either a school or LEA experienced a change in its instructional responsibilities.  

The value Restructured is defined under the NCLB rules.  It applies only to Title I schools.  The definition is:  If a school fails to make adequate yearly progress for a fifth year, the school district must initiate plans for restructuring the school. This may include reopening the school as a charter school, replacing all or most of the school staff or turning over school operations either to the state or to a private company with a demonstrated record of effectiveness.
· For Improvement Status, a District may only use the values Improvement, Corrective Action, Not Identified for Improvement, Not Applicable, or Missing.  This is reflected in the permitted values shown in the Detail Record layout.

· For the School Choice Transfer Used Status and the School Choice Transfer Received Status, the value “NO” means that transfer under the provisions of public school choice was not an option.  The value “NOTRANSFER” means that transfer under the provisions of public school choice was an option but no students chose to transfer under that option.

· For the School Totals data group, report only the number of public and charter schools.  If a judgment call is made concerning inclusion in this count, please note the decision in the state’s submission plan.

3.1 Application of Zero, Missing and Not Collected to This File

The following data groups do not contain a permitted value of Not Collected:

· Title I District Status 

· Title I School Status

· Persistently Dangerous Status

· Improvement Status

If the State does not collect one or more of these data groups, use the value Missing for that status.

3.2 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.
