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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
The XML specifications in this document include all the data elements and constraints for the State (SEA), (Local Education Agency [LEA]), and School (SCH) NCLB School Year Start Status files.  In order to simplify the transmission process, SEA, LEA, and SCH have been separated into Data Records.  

1.1 Changes from the 03-04 and 04-05 School Year File Specification

This is a new file specification for 2005-06. It replaces parts of the file specification used in 2003-04/2004-05 named N074 Status Prior Year.  Several elements have been added, including the new supplemental services data elements that were originally assigned to file specification N104 Supplemental Services:

· Average Daily Attendance, ID #595 at the school level 

· GFSA Reporting Status, ID #603 at the LEA level


· REAP Alternative Funding Indicator, ID #614 at the LEA level

· Teachers Receiving High Quality Professional Development, ID #581 at the SEA level

· Students Who Received Supplemental Services, ID #546

· Students Applied to Receive Supplemental Services, ID #575

· Students Eligible to Receive Supplemental Services, ID #578

· Students Offered Supplemental Services, ID #612

In addition, the definition of Truancy Rate (#38) was changed to remove the reference to “previous school year.”  The Truancy Rate that should be reported in this file specification is the rate for the school year 05-06.

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for NCLB School Year End Status XML submissions:

= Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
For Average Daily Attendance, conversion of average daily membership (or other similar data) to average daily attendance is permitted for local educational agencies in States that provide State aid to local educational agencies on the basis of average daily membership (or other similar data).  Also, if the local educational agency in which a child resides makes a tuition or other payment for the free public education of the child in a school located in another school district, you should consider the child to be in attendance at a school of the agency making the payment rather than the agency receiving the payment. Please note this is a different methodology than the Student Membership where children are counted in the agency providing the services.
Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. This applies to the following field:
·  “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e., Teacher Count, Student Count

3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.
