1.0 PURPOSE
This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Reading/Language Arts Participation Status Tables, ID# 553. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. The data collected through this file specification is similar to data currently collected through Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR).
A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION
Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Reading/Language Arts Participation Status transmittal file submissions:

= Two-character USPS State Abbreviation for the submitting SEA.

= Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE
This file specification collects the Reading / Language Arts participation status.  The status should be based on results during the reporting year.  For example, the status for school year 2005-06 is based on assessments during the 2005-06 school year.  The status in this file can be viewed as a final result for the school year.

Each record in the file indicates the status of the Reading / Language Arts participation for a specific student sub population or all students.  For example, if a school met the Reading / Language Arts participation status for economic disadvantaged students, the record would indicate “ECODIS” in the field for Economic Disadvantaged Status and “YES” in the field for “Status.”  Therefore, each school or district will have up to 9 records (5 for the race/ethnicity, 1 for LEP, 1 for Disability Status, 1 for economic disadvantaged status, and 1 for all students). When reporting the indicator for all students, only the field “Status” is used.  All students is the result of the participation of all students. It is not the result of the District or school taken as a whole.
For any school or district, the Reading / Language Arts participation status has one of the following statuses for the various student sub populations and for all students:
· YES – The School or District met the 95% participation requirement in the Reading / Language Arts assessment.

· NO – The School or District did not meet the 95% participation requirement in the Reading / Language Arts assessment.

· TOOFEW  (Too few students for reliability) – The School or District had under the number of students in the specific student sub population required to reliability calculate the Reading / Language Arts participation status.

· MISSING – The Reading / Language Arts participation status for a specific School or District is not available at the time the file is prepared.

· NA (Not applicable) – If the State measures some sub populations for the Reading / Language Arts participation status, then NA can also be used for specific sub populations that are not measured for the Reading / Language Arts participation status.  Alternatively, records for sub populations that are not measured for the Reading / Language Arts participation status can be left out of the file.    

If a school or district has no students in a specific sub population, the status should be reported as "TOOFEW" with an explanation that there were no students.  If no students are in the school or district, the school or district should not be included in this file.
3.1 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

4.0 LOCAL EDUCATION AGENCY STATUS OBJECTS
In order to simplify the transmission process, the Local Education Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct status and file transmit XML objects.  The XML status and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the status information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the LEA that corresponds to the submitted status.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the status (Race/Ethnicity, etc) and the associated status.  The status objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of status values that are being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a status.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a status.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
