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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K-12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education. 
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Special Education Paraprofessionals Table, ID # 647. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1.  The data collected through this file specification is currently collected through Table 2 “Personnel (In Full-Time Equivalency of Assignment) Employed to Provide Special Education and Related Services for Children with Disabilities”, Section B - Paraprofessionals under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.

A separate document contains the non-XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.

1.1 Changes from the SY 2005-06 File Specifications
Not applicable.  This is a new file specification for SY2006-07.  For SY 2005-06, this data was collected as part of N/X070 Special Education Instructional Staff.

1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

This data group is submitted at the following levels:  

· State

· LEA, for LEAs which have special education paraprofessionals

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be “N” (No).

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Paraprofessionals file submissions:

= Three-character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

SEA for a State Education Agency Paraprofessionals submission.

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects data on Special Education Paraprofessionals who are employed or contracted to provide special education and related services to children with disabilities (IDEA) ages 3 through 21.  This file specification reflects the requirements of the reauthorized Individual with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA ’04), as reauthorized. Other files collect data on Special Education teachers (N/X070) and other personnel (N/X099).

The data are reported on or about the state’s child count date under IDEA Part B (between October 1 and December 1).

The data are reported as full-time equivalency (FTE).   For example, a paraprofessional who works 3 hours per day of a 6-hour school day is 0.5 FTE.  As another example, a paraprofessional who works 4 hours per day of a 6-hour school day is 0.67 FTE.  When reporting the data for the SEA or an LEA, the data are rounded to the tenth decimal place.  For example, if an LEA has one qualified paraprofessional who works 4 hours per day of a 6-hour school day, the LEA would report 0.7 FTE (rounding 0.67 to the tenth decimal place).  As another example, if an LEA has two qualified paraprofessionals who each work 4 hours per day of a 6-hour school day, the LEA would report 1.3 FTE (rounding 1.34 to the tenth decimal place).

The data include:

· At the SEA level, paraprofessionals from all agencies having responsibility for educating children with disabilities, including personnel employed by private agencies

· At the SEA and LEA level, paraprofessionals regardless of funding source

The data does not include at either the SEA or LEA level, paraprofessionals who: 

· Serve children from birth through age 2 unless they also serve children with disabilities ages 3 through 21

· Work with children with disabilities in regular preschool settings

Qualification status depends on whether paraprofessionals are included in the state’s definition of qualified based on the criteria identified in 20 U.S.C. 1412(14)(B).  

· If paraprofessionals are included, then paraprofessionals must meet the State standard for qualified based on the definition.  

· If paraprofessionals are not included in the definition, then paraprofessionals are considered qualified if either;

· The paraprofessional holds the appropriate State certification or licensure for the position held, or

· The position has no State requirements.

3.1 Definitions

Paraprofessionals - Employees who provide instructional support, including those who:

(1) provide one-on-one tutoring if such tutoring is scheduled at a time when a student would not otherwise receive instruction from a teacher 

(2) assist with classroom management, such as organizing instructional and other materials

(3) provide instructional assistance in a computer laboratory

(4) conduct parental involvement activities

(5) provide support in a library or media center

(6) act as a translator

(7) provide instructional support services under the direct supervision of a teacher
  
Children with Disabilities (IDEA) - Children having mental retardation, hearing impairment including deafness, speech or language impairment, visual impairment including blindness, serious emotional disturbance (hereafter referred to as emotional disturbance), orthopedic impairment, autism, traumatic brain injury, developmental delay, another health impairment, specific learning disability, deaf-blindness, or multiple disabilities, and who, by reason thereof, receive special education and related services under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) according to an individualized education program (IEP), individual family service plan (IFSP), or service plan.

3.2 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:

· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:

4.0 SEA METRIC OBJECTS

The State Education Agency file is composed of three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the SEA that corresponds to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Age Group, Qualification Status) and the associated value.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values that is being submitted.

4.1 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
