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PREFACE

This document provides technical instructions for building files that can be submitted through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN).  This document is used in coordination with the EDFacts Workbook and the EDEN Submission System User Guide.

EDEN is a centralized, coordinated repository of state reported, K through 12, educational data residing at the U.S. Department of Education.  The EDEN Submission System is an electronic system that facilitates the efficient and timely transmission of data from SEAs to the U.S. Department of Education.
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1.0 PURPOSE

This document contains instructions for building XML files to submit EDFacts Data Group: Neglected or Delinquent Participation for State Agencies, ID# 656. The definition for this data group is in the row “Table Name” in Table 4.2-1. 

A separate document contains the non–XML file formats.  General guidance for constructing all EDEN file types may be found in the EDFacts Workbook.
The data in this file specification is currently collected in the Consolidated State Performance Report (CSPR), Part II, which is legislatively supported by Sections 9302 and 9303 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001.
1.1 Changes from SY 2005–06 File Specifications

Not applicable.  This is a new specification for SY 2006–07.
1.2 Requirements for Submitting this Data Group

The data group is submitted at the following level:

· SEA

The following table indicates the valid combinations of categories and the sub–totals and/or totals needed for this file. An “X” in the column indicates that the column must be populated when reporting that particular category. The total indicator must be either “Y” (Yes) or “N” (No). If the record is for a detail count, specify an “N” (No). If the record is for a subtotal or grand total, specify a “Y” (Yes).

2.0 FILE NAMING CONVENTION

Being able to readily identify any particular file transmission is an important consideration for users of the EDEN Data Submission System.  Being able to identify a particular file can greatly facilitate any technical assistance that may be requested by the state.  A maximum of 25 characters (including the file extension) is allowed for the file name.  The following is the naming convention for Neglected or Delinquent Participation transmittal file submissions:

= Two–character USPS State Abbreviation for the submitting SEA.

lev
= Three–character abbreviation for the level submitted.  Use:

SEA for a State Education Agency submission

Filename
= NDPARTSEA (no more than nine digits).
vvvvvvv
= Up to seven–character alphanumeric string designated by the SEA to uniquely identify the individual submission (e.g., ver0001, v010803).

.xml
= The three–character file extension identifying the Data Records.

3.0 GUIDANCE FOR SUBMITTING THIS FILE

This file specification collects the number of students who are served in a State Agency Title I, Part D, Subpart 1 program or facility. 
There are several file specifications that collect data on Title I, Part D, Subparts 1 and 2.  Section 4.4 “Relationship among files” in the EDFacts Workbook explains how these files relate to each other.

Throughout this file:

· The student count is unduplicated within a specific program type.

· Report data for the program year of July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

· Count programs/facilities based on how the program was classified to ED for funding purposes.  

· Do not include programs funded solely through Title I, Part A.

NOTE: For purposes of this table, Juvenile Detention and Juvenile Correction can be combined into Juvenile Correction under the Neglected or Delinquent Program Type category.

3.1 Definitions
Use the following definitions for the data in this file:

Race/Ethnicity – For this data collection, the five permitted values from Directive 15 are used for race/ethnicity. “Multi-racial” and race/ethnicities beyond the five in Directive 15 are not included in the permitted values for race/ethnicity. If your state uses values for race/ethnicity not included in Directive 15 and those values cannot be cross-walked to the five permitted values in Directive 15, then those students are not reported in the detailed records; however, include those students in the subtotal.

Neglected or Delinquent Program Type – For Neglected or Delinquent Program Type, use the definitions listed below:

· Neglected Programs: An institution for neglected children and youth is a public or private residential facility, other than a foster home, that is operated primarily for the care of children who have been committed to the institution or voluntarily placed under applicable State law due to abandonment, neglect, or death of their parents or guardians.

· Juvenile Detention Facilities: Detention facilities are shorter term institutions that provide care to children who require secure custody pending court adjudication, court disposition, or execution of a court order, or care to children after commitment.  Juvenile Detention Facilities can be reported separately, or combined with Juvenile Corrections in the Juvenile Corrections category.
· Juvenile Corrections: An institution for delinquent children and youth is a public or private residential facility other than a foster home that is operated for the care of children and youth who have been adjudicated delinquent or in need of supervision. Include any programs serving adjudicated youth (including non-secure facilities and group homes) in this category. This count of Juvenile Corrections can include Juvenile Detention Facilities.
· Adult Corrections: An adult correctional institution is a facility in which persons, including persons 21 and under, are confined as a result of conviction for a criminal offense. 

· Other Programs:  Any other programs, not defined above, which receive Title I, Part D funds and serve non-adjudicated children and youth.
3.2 Number Format

Fields that are defined as “Number” can contain values with leading zeros or without leading zeros. Additionally, when submitting fixed format files, “Number” fields can be either right or left justified. This applies to the following fields:
· “Total Records in File” in the Header
· “File Record Number” in the Data Record
· “Count” fields in the Data Record, i.e. Student Count
3.3 XML Specification Headings

The XML specifications are represented in a table with the headings:
· Element – name of the XML element tag.

· Attribute – name of the XML attribute tag.

· Category Value – name of the category.

· Char – the XML element or attribute characteristic as previously defined.

· Definition/Comments – definition and additional comments related to formats or other business rules.

· Permitted Values – disaggregated values for data elements.

The Char (characteristics) column in the XML format matrices accepts the following codes:

 State EDUCATION AGENCY METRIC OBJECTS

In order to simplify the transmission process, the State Education Agency has been separated into three (3) distinct metric and file transmit XML objects.  The XML metric and file transmit objects are the same structure regardless of the metric information being transmitted.  The structure contains a node that defines the SEA that corresponds to the submitted metric.  In addition, the structure contains nodes representing characteristics of the metric (Academic Subject, Grade Level, etc), the associated value, and whether the metric value is a sub–total or grand total.  The metric objects are contained within the file transmission objects that define the group of values that is being submitted.

3.4 Category XML Object

The category XML object is used to define the characteristics associated with a count.  There may be zero, one, or more categories defined for a count.  The XML object matrix is followed by an example of the object.
