Cities, towns, and census designated places
(CDP’s) with populations of 20,000 or less
according to the latest decennial census of
the United States.

A census designated place (CDP) is a geographic entity
for the purpose of census data for an area with a
concentration of population, housing, and commercial
structures that is identified by name but is not within
an incorporated place.



i Eligible Rural Areas

= There is no limitation placed on
population in unincorporated rural
areas, with the exception of CDP’s.

= Projects must primarily serve rural
residents.

= Must be a public improvement needed

Ineligible Purposes

+

= Commercial Enterprises - a project that is
typically operated by private enterprise or for
the purpose of producing profits. Does not
include nonprofits that provide childcare,
geriatric care, and healthcare to rural
communities.



Ineligible Purposes

+

= Requirements for facilities that want to lease
space for an ineligible purpose:

= Less than 25% of the total floor space may be
used for an ineligible purpose.

= The ineligible organization/activity must be related
to and enhance the primary purpose of the loan.
l.e., homeless shelter and thrift store — proceeds
from thrift store are used to operate shelter; floor
space of thrift store must be less than 25% of

facility.

= On-site utility systems or buildings In

B) Federal share.-- (i) In general.--Except
as provided in clauses (ii) and (iii), the
Secretary shall, by regulation, establish
the maximum percentage of the cost of the
facility that may be covered by a grant
under this paragraph.

= Establish a set of tiers for providing grants
factoring in population and income levels



Grant funds may be available up to:

= The MHI of the service area is below the
higher of the poverty line or 60 percent
of the State NMHI.

« Located in a rural community having a
population of 12,000 or less; and

= The MHI of the service area is below the
higher of the poverty line or 70 percent
of the State NMHI.

= 35 percent when the proposed
project is:

« Located in a rural community having a
population of 20,000 or less; and

= The MHI of the service area is below the
higher of the poverty line or 80 percent
of the State NMHI.

Funding for the balance of the project
can come from CF direct or CF guaranteed
loans, applicant contributions, or loans/grants
from other sources.

= Excess grant funds must be used toward
project costs or deobligated.



i Tribal College Grant Restrictions

= NO operating expenses or annual recurring
costs, including purchases or rentals that are
generally considered O & M expenses

= No refinancing of existing indebtedness

= Cannot pay project costs when other loan
funding for the project is not at reasonable
rates and terms.

= No Interest repayment or grant finder's fees
