The advent of any technology generally results less in time saving than in increased ability and greater expectations. As information technology use spreads and more completely permeates educational practice, the demands on teacher’s time will only increase. Some additional questions that these sections need to address:





What changes to the organization of the classroom or to school schedules would make the infusion of technology thought curriculum and instruction possible?


What changes to the traditional instructional-staff structure would provide teachers with the support they need to incorporate technology effectively into instruction? That is, would a corps of teacher-interns/residents/aides free up teachers for the planning activities that the advent of technology will demand?


What changes to the traditional school-calendar year are made necessary by the need for on-going staff development in technology, additional instructional planning time, increased use of collaborative projects, etc.?
