One important aspect of the new technology plan should be to restore DOE funding for technology to help schools to take full advantage of the enhanced learning that demonstrably takes place when students have easy and full-time access to technology.
One of the most important programs that the Department of Education has initiated in the past two decades was the PT3 program. The elimination of that program in the just-released Federal Budget is a tragedy of immense proportions. The most important element of the educational scene is the classroom teacher, and the largest share in preparing them to take advantage of technology in their classrooms is the schools of education. PT3 addressed these two components in a particularly vital way. This effort should be restored and even expanded!
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
