The lack of technology integration stems from a lack of confidence by the educator. Well-trained educators do not hesitate to provide technology experiences for their students. It is just like adding comments to this page. This is not an easy way to add comments and my teachers would probably decide that creating a document, saving it and then uploading it as a file would probably be too complicated to make worthwhile comments. Teachers have to be trained in curriculum and methods. If technology is not part of the curriculum and methods program then it will continue to be viewed as "“extra.”  Curriculum supervisors, superintendents, and administrators who are not technologically prepared do not expect results from teachers using technology.
