NCLB says that students will be technology literate by the time they leave 8th grade.  What does this really mean?  I believe that each state and school district coming up with their own literacy requirements will not be beneficial.  There is too much open to interpretation.  Even ISTE standards are too broad and open to interpretation.  Standards in other subjects are described in more detail.  Isn't it time we define in clearer terms what technology literacy really involves?  What happens when the technology changes?  Does the term technology literate change, too?
