I agree that large amounts of money have been spent to put technology into the classroom. And that is a start. However if the teachers are not trained or qualified to assist our students in bringing them into the digital age, then who will? Educators stress the importance of becoming part of the new wave of thinking but do so by teaching in the age old tradition of lecture and notes. We should be practicing what we preach. I believe that monies should be directed towards the education of teachers in the effective use of classroom technology. It should be a requirement for not only those that are currently becoming teachers but also for those currently in the profession. The technology training should be mandatory for all professionals on a yearly basis and culminated by attainmant of some type of certification. I believe the enactment of NCLB has put the importance of technology in the background with its evaluation of student achievement through standardized testing.
