The National Conference of State Legislatures (NCSL) recently reported recently reported that states are paying at least $29 billion for programs that Washington launched but did not fully fund.  If any national technology plan is going to be successful, the federally government for once will have to appropriate the actual funding to not only begin but to sustain the plan over time.  As to the plan itself, it should include an emphasis on increased learning and creating better learning environments, not the technology per say, it should include one-to-one wireless technology programs, so that all students and their teachers have unlimited access to computers so that true change in teaching and learning can take place, and the plan needs to include funding for quality training opportunities for all involved as well as on-site technical support for the hardware/software involved.  Michigan’s “Freedom to Learn” program and the state of Maine’s efforts with middle school students and laptop technology have already provided us with a good base on which to build a national plan.
