In today’s modern society where technology reigns supreme, students are becoming more and more immersed in computers and online activity in general.  In order to, adhere to our students needs we, as professionals sometimes need to take a step back and look at what is best for our students instead of what is easiest for us.  I have found that anytime I use an online activity or a day using the graphing calculators that students have been more involved in the learning process than in some of the normal classroom settings.  Even though my students probably know more about the technology than do I, they do not use it to their advantage.  I have been trying to give students the ability to seek out answers to questions they may have at home using the web.  With this integration my students are becoming more independent learners and are more active learners.
