The same philosophy must apply to instruments of technology in order to put a little more fun into learning today. The apparent success of the Maine Learning Technology Initiative could be a model for great things to come. It is my hope that someday soon all students in our technologically blessed country will have a laptop computer or something equal for their own use in pursuing their dreams.
