It would be helpful to have an across-the-board minimum of controlled technology investment and teacher training in high schools; at the very least, a base standard of required infrastructure equipment and connections. Administrators should be held accountable for making this happen. Equitable investment is critical to the success of equitable student achievement.

Students leave our schools and should have defined proficiency skills associated with technology use, and yet local, state, and federal governments are not held accountable for providing the tools, network capabilities, or training to achieve the goals. Equal investment in teacher training and technology has not been realized.

Business and industry want students with reasoning skills and broad knowledge of associated technologies, enough for the student to be trainable, versatile, and flexible in technology uses. I want to meet these requests. It can be done --all things being equal.
