Target Context. In the mid- to late nineties, less than 10 percent of funding was typically spent on community service.  In 2001, the law was amended to require that colleges spend a minimum of seven percent of their work-study money on community service (the minimum had previously been five percent.

In recent  years, this percentage has hovered around 15% (14.5% in 2005).  Although, the current level of 15% is deemed adequate, it would not be good to slip back to the previous levels near or below 10 percent.  Therefore, we are projecting 15% as an acceptable long-term target. Data for FY 2006 will be available in October 2007.
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
