An MSIX State User Administrator user account is being created for the Migrant Education Program (MEP) Director in each State.  Accounts will be created starting on Monday, December 3, 2007.  Each Director will receive two email messages indicating that their new MSIX user account is available.  The first email message will provide the Director's MSIX User ID and a link to MSIX.  The second email will provide the Director's initial MSIX password.

Once the MSIX accounts have been created, each State MEP Director can

sign into MSIX to begin creating MSIX accounts, including those for

other user administrators that will help to create MSIX accounts for

users within their State.  Information on how to create MSIX accounts is available in the MSIX User Manual and in the MSIX User Administrator

Online Training module.
