


that Minnesota may take this guidance into account when developing a revised proposal. If
Minnesota’s subsequent proposal is successful, and assuming Minnesota’s assessment system as
administered in 2008—09 meets all requirements, Minnesota’s growth model could be approved
for implementation for the 2008—09 AYP determinations. More information about this next
round of review will be forthcoming. I urge you to consider carefully the peer reviewers’
feedback as you work to refine your growth model for the future. My staff and I are available to
discuss the peers’ concerns with you to help refine and improve your model.

Again, I appreciate your interest in the growth model pilot project and your continued efforts to
ensure quality education for all children.
