September 8-12, 2008

Scope of Review: A team from the U.S. Department of Education’s (ED) Student Achievement and School Accountability Programs (SASA) office monitored the Alabama State Department of Education (ASDE) the week of September 8-12, 2008.  This was a comprehensive review of ASDE’s administration of the following programs authorized by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB): Title I, Part A and Title I, Part D.  Also reviewed was Title VII, Subtitle B of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (Education for Homeless Children and Youth) as amended by NCLB.  Please note that while Even Start was reviewed during this visit, the Office of Academic Instruction and Teacher Quality, which is now responsible for the administration of this program, will issue a separate report.

In conducting this comprehensive review, the SASA team carried out a number of major activities.  In reviewing the Title I, Part A program, the SASA team conducted an analysis of State assessments and State Accountability System Plans, reviewed the effectiveness of the instructional improvement and instructional support measures established by the State to benefit local educational agencies (LEAs) and schools, and reviewed compliance with fiscal and administrative oversight requirements required of the State educational agency (SEA).  During the onsite week, the ED team visited two LEAs--Mobile County Public Schools (MbPS) and Montgomery County Public Schools (MnPS)--interviewed administrative staff, interviewed school staff in the LEAs that have been identified for improvement, and conducted two parent meetings.  Additionally, The ED team visited Birmingham County Public Schools (BiPS) and Huntsville County Public Schools (HCPS) to examine the implementation of Title I parental involvement, choice and supplemental educational services (SES) requirements.  The ED team interviewed ASDE personnel to confirm data collected in each of the three monitoring indicator areas.

In its review of the Title I, Part D program, the ED team examined the State’s application for funding, procedures and guidance for State Agency (SA) applications under Subpart 1, technical assistance provided to the SA, the State’s oversight and monitoring plan and activities, SA subgrant plans and evaluations for the Alabama State Department of Corrections (DOC); and MbPS and MnPS for Subpart 2.  The ED team interviewed administrative, program and teaching staff.  The ED team also interviewed the ASDE Title I, Part D State coordinator to confirm information obtained at the State agency site and discuss administration of the program.

In its review of the Education for Homeless Children and Youth program (Title VII, Subtitle B), the ED team examined the State’s procedures and guidance for the identification, enrollment and retention of homeless students, technical assistance provided to LEAs with and without subgrants, the State’s McKinney-Vento application, and LEA applications for subgrants and local evaluations for programs in MbPS and MnPS.  The ED team also interviewed the ASDE McKinney-Vento State coordinator to confirm information obtained at the local site and discuss administration of the program.

Previous Audit Findings:  None

Previous Monitoring Findings:  ED last reviewed Title I programs in the ASDE during the week of April 18-22, 2005.  ED identified compliance findings in the following areas for Title I, Part A:  (1) In 2003-2004, the ASDE did not include the participation rates for limited English proficient (LEP) students in the calculation of adequate yearly progress (AYP) because the State did not have enrollment figures for this subgroup; (2) The ASDE omitted two elements in the Alabama State report card; (3) The ASDE omitted one element in the Alabama LEA report card; (4) The ASDE did not require its LEAs to notify parents if the parents’ child has been assigned or has been taught for four or more consecutive weeks by a teacher who is not highly qualified;  (5) The ASDE had not ensured that its LEAs have complied with all parental involvement policy requirements; (6) The ASDE did not ensure that the parental notification letters consistently contain all the required information; (7) The ASDE had not ensured that all of its LEAs comply with the allocation, reallocation, and carryover provisions; (8) The ASDE had not ensured that its LEAs have complied with the comparability requirements; (9) The ASDE had not ensured that its LEAs provide Title I services to eligible children attending private schools; (10) The ASDE did not ensure that its LEAs provided equitable instructional services to eligible children attending private schools; (11) The ASDE did not ensure that its LEAs provided equitable services to families and teachers of participating private school children; (12) The ASDE had not ensured that LEAs assess the effectiveness of Title I programs for children attending private schools towards meeting agreed-upon standards; (13) The ASDE did not have a process for ensuring that Title I schools identified for corrective action or restructuring have received at least 85% of their previous year’s Title I allocation; and (14) The ASDE had not ensured that LEAs allocate higher per-pupil amounts to areas or schools with higher concentrations of poverty than to areas or schools with lower concentrations of poverty. 

The ASDE subsequently provided ED with documentation of compliance in all areas cited above.

Overarching Requirement – SEA Monitoring

A State’s ability to fully and effectively implement the requirements of NCLB is directly related to the extent to which it is able to regularly monitor its LEAs and provide quality technical assistance based on identified needs.  This principle applies across all Federal programs under NCLB.  

Federal law does not specify the particular method or frequency with which States must monitor their grantees, and States have a great deal of flexibility in designing their monitoring systems.  Whatever process is used, it is expected that States have mechanisms in place sufficient to ensure that they are able to collect and review critical implementation data with the frequency and intensity required to ensure effective (and fully compliant) programs under NCLB.  Such a process should promote quality instruction and lead to achievement of the proficient or advanced level on State standards by all students.

Title I, Part A

Monitoring Area 2:  Program Improvement, Parental Involvement and Options
Indicator 2.1: The SEA has developed procedures to ensure the hiring and retention of qualified paraprofessionals.

Finding:  The ASDE has not ensured that all instructional paraprofessionals hired in Title I schools are highly qualified.  Staff interviewed in MnPS and MbPS indicated that there were paraprofessionals currently working in Title I schools in the 2007-2008 school year that did not meet the hiring requirements as specified in NCLB.

Citation:  Section 1119(c)(1) of the ESEA requires that new paraprofessionals hired after the date of enactment of the NCLB and working in a program supported with Title I funds shall have:  a) completed at least 2 years of study at an institution of higher education; b) obtained an associate’s (or higher) degree; c) met a rigorous standard of quality and can demonstrate, through a formal State or local academic assessment, knowledge of, and the ability to assist in instructing, reading, writing and mathematics; or d) knowledge of and the ability to assist in instructing, reading readiness, writing readiness, and mathematics readiness as appropriate.  Section 1119(d) of the ESEA requires that all paraprofessionals hired before the date of enactment of the NCLB and working in a program supported with Title I funds shall, not later than four years after the date of enactment; satisfy the requirements of subsection (c) listed above.  Through a policy announcement from the Deputy Secretary, ED informed States that they would have until the last day of the 2005-2006 school year to comply with these requirements.

Further action required:  The ASDE must ensure that MbPS and MnPS are complying with the requirement to employ only instructional paraprofessionals in Title l schools who meet the hiring requirements in section 1119(c) of the ESEA.  The ASDE must submit to ED documentation of the steps that MbPS and MnPS have taken to immediately remove the paraprofessionals not meeting Title I hiring requirements from schools receiving Title I funds.  The ASDE must also submit to ED documentation of how it will monitor LEAs for compliance with this requirement, including the protocol to be used and the proposed monitoring schedule.

Indicator 2.3:  The SEA ensures that LEAs and schools meet parental involvement requirements.

Finding 1:  The ASDE has not ensured that Title I LEAs and schools have fully implemented the parental involvement requirements.  The SEA has not ensured that all Title I schools hold annual Title I meetings that explain the requirements of the law and the right of parents to be involved.  In BiPS, HPS, MbPS, and MnPS, the school yearly open house served as the annual parent meeting.  In interviews in BiPS, HPS, MbPS and MnPS, parents were unaware of the requirements of their LEA/school for participating in Title I, Part A programs and their rights as parents to be involved in these programs.  Principals in MnPS and MbPS reported that although Title I was on the agenda, the open house meeting did not provide enough time to give parents a review of Title I requirements.  The actual purpose of the open house meeting was to invite parents to the school and allow them to meet and talk to teachers. 
Citation:   Section 1118 (c)(1) requires that “[E]ach school served under this part shall convene an annual meeting, at a convenient time, to which all parents of participating children shall be invited and encouraged to attend, to inform parents of their school's participation under this part and to explain the requirements of this part, and the right of the parents to be involved.”

Finding 2:  The ASDE has not ensured that LEAs inform Title I school parents of the 1% set-aside funds for parental involvement and allow them to be involved in the decisions regarding how these funds are allotted for parental involvement activities.  In BiPS, HPS, and MnPS, parents were not aware of the 1% set-aside funds and their role in determining how the 1% reservation for parental involvement is to be allotted and of their decision-making role. 
Citation:  Section 1118 (3)(B) of the ESEA requires under: “PARENTAL INPUT” that “[P]arents of children receiving services under this part shall be involved in the decisions regarding how funds reserved under subparagraph (A) are allotted for parental involvement activities.”
 

Further action required for Findings 1 and 2:  The ASDE must provide ED documentation that it has informed LEAs that Title I meetings are convened for all Title I schools in BiPS, HPS, MbPS and MnPS before the end of the 2008-2009 school year prior to the closing of school at a time convenient to parents.  The Title I annual meeting must be used to inform parents of their schools’ participation in Title I and explain the right of the parents to be involved.  The meetings must explain the purpose of the 1% set-aside funds for parental involvement and the parents’ right to be involved in how the reservation is allotted for parental involvement activities.  The person providing training must be knowledgeable about Title I, Part A.  The meetings must be conducted before the end of the 2008-2009 school year and training material, agenda, and certification of the personnel conducting the meetings for HPS, BiPS, MbPS, and MnPS submitted to ED.  The ASDE must revise its guidance on holding annual Title I meetings and include information about the appropriate purpose and focus of the meeting.  The ASDE must provide the revised guidance to ED along with a plan and timeline describing the steps it will take to ensure all LEAs are knowledgeable of the guidelines for annual Title I meetings.  

Finding 3:  The ASDE has not ensured that all its LEAs identify barriers to parental involvement.  In interviews with HPS and MnPS, principals and parents indicated that members of the Parent Teacher Association (PTA) had the responsibility for carrying out activities required by the Title I program.  The PTA has membership fee requirements that may prevent some Title I families from being able to participate in parental involvement activities as required by Section 1118.  The school parental involvement policy reviewed for Roy L. Stone Middle School in the HPS listed Title I parental involvement activities as PTA activities.  These types of activities are limited to PTA membership and would limit involvement by any parent who has not paid the PTA membership fee.

Title I activities must not be advertised as PTA activities because required Title I activities must not cost parents money to participate.  This does not prevent Title I parents from being a part of PTA since the law allows for appropriate roles for community-based organizations; however, decision making meetings that involve Title I funds and information must be open to all Title I parents.  Any parental involvement activity that use the 1% reservation for parental involvement activities such as training, childcare, transportation, and other costs must be open and available to Title I parents.

Citation:  Section 1111 (d)(2) of the ESEA requirements state, “PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT- Each State plan shall describe how the State educational agency will support the collection and dissemination to local educational agencies and schools of effective parental involvement practices.  Such practices shall be geared toward lowering barriers to greater participation by parents in school planning, review, and improvement experienced.”
Further Action:  To prevent further parent isolation, the ASDE must notify all its LEAs that Title I activities must not be advertised as a PTA event or include a required fee to participate.  The ASDE must issue written guidelines to LEAs on implementation of Section 1118(e)(13) with an emphasis on not creating barriers to Title I parental involvement.
Finding 4:  The ASDE has not ensured that all LEAs conduct an annual evaluation of the content and effectiveness of the parental involvement policy, revising, if necessary, the LEA’s parental involvement policies with parents.  In interviews with the four districts of HPS, BiPS, MnPS, and MbPS there was no evidence that parents of Title I schools were involved in the annual evaluation of the parental involvement policy.  There was no evidence that an annual evaluation was conducted in HPS; HPS conducted a survey but did not take any action on the results.  In MbPS the annual evaluation was coordinated with a district survey at the local shopping mall; however, there was no evidence of an evaluation.  The ASDE has indicated that a survey template was being developed to assist schools in conducting annual evaluations. 
Citation:  Section 1118(a)(2)(E) of the ESEA requires that the LEA will conduct, with the involvement of parents, an annual evaluation of the content and effectiveness of the parental involvement policy in improving the academic quality of the schools served under this part, including identifying barriers to greater participation by parents in activities authorized by this section (with particular attention to parents who are economically disadvantaged, are disabled, have limited English proficiency, have limited literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic minority background), and use the findings of such evaluation to design strategies for more effective parental involvement, and to revise, if necessary, the parental involvement policies described in this section; and (F) involve parents in the activities of the schools served under this part.
 

Further action required:  The ASDE must finalize the parental involvement template and provide written guidelines to the districts on implementation and conducting the annual evaluation of parental involvement policies with the involvement of parents.  The ASDE must ensure that all LEAs certifying for Title I funds within the E-Gap system has conducted an annual evaluation of the parental involvement policy and provide ED with a letter certifying that all LEAs participating in Title I, Part A are in compliance and allow ED to electronically review the survey results and actions taken by the BiPS, HPS, MbPS and MnPS as a result of parental meetings before the 2009-2010 school year.
 

Finding 5:  The ASDE has not ensured that parents were informed of their right to request information on the professional qualifications of their child’s teachers.  For example, in the BiPS, parents were not notified of their right to request the professional qualifications of their child’s classroom teachers for school year 2007-2008 as required by law.

 

Citation:  Section 1111(h)(6)(A) of the ESEA requires an LEA at the beginning of each school year to notify parents of children attending Title I schools that they may request, and the LEA will provide in a timely manner, information regarding the professional qualifications of the students’ classroom teachers:

· Whether the teacher has met State qualifications and licensing criteria for the grade levels and subject areas in which the teacher provides instruction; 

· Whether the teacher is teaching under emergency or other provisional status through which the State qualification or licensing criteria have been waived; 

· The baccalaureate degree major of the teacher and any other graduate certification or degree held by the teacher, and the field of discipline of the certification or degree; and 

· Whether the child is provided services by paraprofessionals, and if 
so, their qualifications. 

Further action required:  The ASDE must require the BiPS and MnPS districts to re- notify parents using the ASDE template of their right to know their child’s teachers’ qualifications and right of notification when their child is taught for four or more consecutive weeks by a teacher who is not highly qualified for the 2008-2009 school year.  The MnPS letter must contain an addendum consistent with the ASDE template that gives parents a contact person at the district level/State level who will follow up if they do not receive the information in a timely manner.  The ASDE must provide written certification to ED that BiPS and MnPS have re-issued the letter this school year.

Finding 6:  The SEA has not ensured that Title I school-parent compacts contain all the components required by the law.  School-parent compacts in BiPS, HPS, and MnPS were missing some of the required components, e.g., annual teacher-parent conferences for elementary schools, frequent reports to parents on their children’s progress, and participation in decisions relating to their children’s education.  Although ASDE provided templates that addressed the Title I, Part A requirements for parental involvement on the ASDE website, districts are not adequately monitoring to ensure that schools include all the requirements of the law. 

 

Citation:  Section 1118(d) of the ESEA requires each Title I school to “jointly develop with all parents of children served a school-parent compact that outlines how parents, the entire school staff, and students will share the responsibilities for improved student academic achievement and the means by which the school and parents will build and develop a partnership to help children achieve the State’s high standards.  Such compact shall — (1) describe the school's responsibility to provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the children served under this part to meet the State's student academic achievement standards, and the ways in which each parent will be responsible for supporting their children's learning, such as monitoring attendance, homework completion, and television watching; volunteering in their child's classroom; and participating, as appropriate, in decisions relating to the education of their children and positive use of extracurricular time; and (2) address the importance of communication between teachers and parents on an ongoing basis through, at a minimum — 
(A) parent-teacher conferences in elementary schools, at least annually, during which the compact shall be discussed as the compact relates to the individual child's achievement; (B) frequent reports to parents on their children's progress; and (C) reasonable access to staff, opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child's class, and observation of classroom activities.”

Further action required:  The ASDE must re-issue guidance on school-compacts to all its LEAs on school compacts under Title I, Part A.  The ASDE must provide technical assistance to districts in training principals and Title I parent school representatives on school compacts.  ASDE must certify to ED that all Title I schools in HPS, BiPS and MnPS have school-compacts that meet the requirements of the law and that all districts have trained their principals and parent representation.  In addition the ASDE must provide written documentation to ED that all Districts have reviewed school-parent compacts and that they are in compliance with ESEA at the start of the 2009-2010 school year.  The ASDE must provide ED with a detailed plan and timeline that ensures these actions are being taken.

Recommendation:  To assist districts and schools in meeting this legislative requirement, ED has clarified the term “policy” as used in this regard.  Merely because the Title I statute uses the word "policy" in the context of parent involvement does not determine whether a district's parent involvement "policy" must be reviewed by a local school board.  Whether such a "policy" must be reviewed is a local decision informed by the content of the document.  Section 1118(a)(2) of Title I describes what a Title I parent involvement policy must include.  If these are not the types of matters that a school board would normally review, the mere fact that the statute uses the word "policy" should not be determinate.  A district may attach whatever label it likes to the document describing parent involvement opportunities.  It must be in writing, however, and must be agreed to by parents of participating children.  Further, a district must be able to implement its "policies" through whatever review and clearance process the district requires.
Indicator 2.4 - The SEA ensures that schools and LEAs identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring have met the requirements of being so identified.

Finding:  The ASDE  has not ensured that the LEAs and schools identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring have met the requirements to notify parents of the school’s status.  In BiPS and HPS, the notification to parents informing them of schools in improvement were missing all of the required elements identified in NCLB.  The letters did not include an explanation of what the identification means, the reasons for the identification, and an explanation of what the local educational agency or State educational agency is doing to help the school address the achievement problem as required by law.
Citation:  Section 1116(c)(6)(A) requires that the notice include an explanation of what the identification means, and how the school compares in terms of academic achievement to other elementary schools or secondary schools served by the local educational agency and the State educational agency involved.  Section 1116(b)(6)(D) requires that the notice include an explanation of what the local educational agency or State educational agency is doing to help the school address the achievement problem.  Section 1116(b)(6)(C) requires that the notice include an explanation of what the school identified for school improvement is doing to address the problem of low achievement.

Further action required:  The ASDE  must provide ED with documentation that it has informed and provided technical assistance to all LEAs and schools operating Title I programs related to schools in improvement, corrective action, and restructuring under Section 1116 of the ESEA.  Further, the ASDE  must provide technical assistance to LEAs and schools related to the requirements related to notifying parent or parents of each student enrolled in an elementary school or secondary school identified for school improvement under ESEA.  The ASDE  must provide ED with copies of the procedures it will use to monitor the implementation of this requirement.

Indicator 2.6 – The SEA ensures that the requirements for supplemental educational services (SES) are met.

Finding:  The ASDE has failed to ensure that HPS’s agreement with the supplemental educational service providers met the requirements of NCLB.  During the 2007-2008 school year, HPS entered into a non-compliance agreement with the SES providers.  The agreement failed to have the required elements outlined in the ESEA.  For the 2008-2009 school year, HPS provided a template demonstrating the necessary changes for the agreement.  However, the template has not been approved by the district and has not been used by the providers. 

Citation:  Section 1116(e)(3) requires that in the case of the selection of an approved provider by a parent, the local educational agency shall enter into an agreement with such provider.  Such agreement shall – (A) require the local educational agency to develop in consultation with parents (and the provider chosen by the parents) a statement of specific achievement; (B) describe how the student’s parents and the student’s teacher or teachers will be regularly informed of the student’s progress; (C) provide for the termination of such agreement if the provider is unable to meet such goals and timetables; (D) contain provisions with respect to the making of payments to the provider by the local educational agency; and (E) prohibit the provider from disclosing to the public the identity of any student eligible for, or receiving, supplemental educational services under this subsection without the written permission of the parents of such student. 

Further action required:  Although HPS provided a copy of the SES providers’ template for the 2008-2009 school year, the ASDE must ensure that HPS changes to the SES providers’ agreement as approved by the district and is used by the district as they enter into agreements with SES providers.  The ASDE must submit a dated and signed copy of the new provider agreement for HPS.

Recommendation:  The Alabama Parent Information and Resource Center (PIRC) provides vital information and resources to support parental involvement in compliance with Title I Part A.  ED recommends that ASDE contact the PIRC to assist it in resolving the parental involvement issues.
