Indicator 1.2 The SEA ensures that State Agency (SA) plans for services to eligible N/D
students meet all requirements.

Finding: The SCDE did not ensure that a transition coordinator was designated for every
facility within a State agency served by Title I, Part D funds.

Citation: Section 1414 (c)(11) of the ESEA requires the designation in the SA application of an
individual in each facility participating in the Title I, Part D program to be responsible for issues
relating to the transition of children and youth from such facility or institution to locally operated
programs.

Further action required: The SCDE must provide ED with a copy of its 2009-2010 SA application
form with a section that includes the name of an individual who will serve as the Title I, Part D
transition coordinator at every facility planning to participate in the SA’s Title I, Part D program.
