











Change to a Established Test Design

While content standards may remain unchanged, states may alter the assessment to measure a different set
of knowledge and skills, to produce scores that reflect a different degree of achievement on the same
constructs, or to create different technical properties in relation to the level of score reported. These types
of changes would be evident in use of a different test framework or content specifications. If the results
cannot be equated to the previous version of the test using commonly accepted equating procedures, the
state must document, and submit for peer review, all aspects of the assessment in a manner consistent

with the Peer Review Guidance.
