The data in the FFY 2005 APR show progress toward achieving compliance, and the State reported timely correction of noncompliance identified in FFY 2004. 
The State reported that it “used the appropriate computation related to exceptional family circumstances for the baseline data submitted in 2005.”  However, the State did not report data regarding the number of delays due to documented exceptional family circumstances.  If the State collects these data and wishes to include it in the measurement, the number of children for whom the timeline was not met due to documented exceptional family circumstances would be included in both the numerator and the denominator of the measurement for this indicator in the FFY 2006 APR, and the State must provide the specific numbers for its calculation.
