For the uncorrected five findings of noncompliance, the State reported that it required corrective action plans and monthly data reporting, and it conducted quarterly on-site file reviews.

OSEP cannot determine progress or slippage from the FFY 2005 data of 97%, because the State’s FFY 2005 data were based on child-specific correction (and not by program finding).  For the remaining five uncorrected findings of noncompliance, the State reported that it required corrective action plans and monthly data reporting, and it conducted quarterly on-site file reviews of EIS programs.
