PURPOSE:
To Transmit Second Title I, Part A, Grant Award for School Year 1999-2000.

Attached is the second school year (SY) 1999-2000 grant award notification for Grants to Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) authorized by Title I, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act.  Congress appropriated funds for Title I, Part A for use in SY 1999-2000 through two legislative actions.  Public Law (PL) 105-277, the fiscal year 1999 Department of Education Appropriations Act provided $7,729,729,000 for Title I Grants to LEAs, but stipulated that approximately 20 percent of that amount would become available on July 1, 1999 and the remaining amount would become available on October 1, 1999.   PL

106-31, the Fiscal Year 1999 Emergency Supplemental Act, provided $56,377,000 for Concentration Grants, which would become available on October 1, 1999.  This second grant award includes the remaining funds appropriated in PL 105-277 and all of the funds appropriated in PL 106-31, which Congress made available on October 1.  The amount in the attached grant award notification, when added to the grant award issued on July 1, 1999, will equal the full 1999-2000 Basic and Concentration Grant allocation for your State that we announced on July 1, 1999.

These funds remain available for obligation through September 30, 2000.  Section 421(b) of the General Education Provisions Act, as amended by P.L. 103-382, further provides that funds not obligated by that date remain available for obligation at the State and local levels for an additional 12 months until September 30, 2001.  Section 1127 of Title I, however, places a 15 percent limitation on the amount of school year 1999-2000 Part A Basic and Concentration Grant funds that a local educational agency may carry over into the next fiscal year.
