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Before you submit the application, please check it thoroughly to be sure it is complete.  Use this checklist to avoid common errors.  

Section 8007 (b) Applications

1. Cover Page—Did you check either Emergency or Modernization, but not both? Only Emergency repair applications are being accepted at this time.

2. Cover Page—Did you enter the name of the school facility for which you are proposing a project?  (Do not list your LEA’s name on that line.)

3. Cover Page—Did you enter only the number of students enrolled in the school facility for which you are applying?

4. Page 2—Did you enter the number of acres within the entire LEA’s boundaries? (Do not list only the number of acres on which the facility is located.)

5. Page 2—Did you enter your LEA’s bonding capacity in total dollars? (This figure cannot be left blank, since it is required to score your application.)

6. Page 2—Did you enter your LEA’s current amount of bonded debt in total dollars? (This figure cannot be left blank, since it is required to score your application.)

7. Page 2—Did you enter the total assessed value of taxable real property in your LEA? (This figure cannot be left blank, since it is required to score your application.)

8. Pages 7-10—Did you report on each table only the students who were included in your FY 2005 Section 8003 application and who were enrolled in the school facility for which you are applying? 

9. For emergency repair grant applications—Did you include the independent local official’s certification of the emergency condition?
